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and careful. The patient on arrival is instructed on all
general points of life and hygiene, especially in the man
ner of sputum disposal. For the first week he takes no
exercise whatever, and is under special supervision. A full

medical history is taken and in the course of a few dayvs
the Medical Superintendent makes a thorough and seach-

ing physical examination, going into every detail of the
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case. At the same time laboratory examination of urine
ana sputum are made. These are repeated at intervals
throughout the patient’s stay. During the whole stay at

the Sanatorium patients are under close supervision. All
symptoms are watched and definite orders given to the
patient accordingly. Each case is considered absolutely by
itself. Examinations of the chest are made, as a rule, every

six weeks, but oftener if necessary.
