Sermon on Intemperance.

We are indebted to one of the members of
St. Finnan's congregation for a synopsis of the
temperance sermon preached last Sunday by
the Rev. D D, MeMillan,

On Sunday last, at High Mass, Rev. Father
McMillan preached a practieal and well-timed
sermon upon the vice of intemperance.
annlc W how widesnread is this vies am
the peop! ind how 1t too frequently hapy
that we sec or hear raen and boys in a state of
intoxication upon the streets of our town,
creating disorders by day, and disturbing our

saceful citizens by night with their foul
B\Lngunuu. their noise and moting.  Hedeplored
the act that so many give themselves up Lo this
sinful habit, and asked why they do so when
they know that they thereby waste their money
and property, bring sorrow and suflering upon
their families, pain, sickness and sometimes
death upon themselves, and, above all, he
asked, why they do it when they kuow that
they in that way offend Almighty God ; that
they offend Him, not only by getting drunk,
but by the many other sing that drinking
causes them to commit, such as cursing and
awearing, robberies and murders, and all kinds
of rowdyism. He spoke of the great numbers
of its victims that it sends to the prisons and
asylums. He quoted freely from holy seripture
to show how this vice has always been con
demned, and the many woes that God pro-
nonnees against the drunkard and all addicted
to much drinking.

He asked then why it is that hotel keepers,
in the face of all this, will sell liguor to such
persons ! Why they will help a man thus to
ruin himself and family, and in wer he gaid,
¢ they, in their greed for riches, looked
y filling their own pockets than 1o assist
men to lead sober and upright lives. ‘I'his
evil then should be suppressed because it 18
ginful in itself, and because it causes 8o many
other sins besides the temporal evils it brings
upon the drunkards themselves, and the ruin,
sorrow and sufferings it brings upon their un
fortunate families, In order 1o suppress it, he
called upon all men to practice towards their
neighbours the commandment of love which
God lays upon us, He asked them o give fra
ternal correction to those who need it: toen
courage and assist the drunkard to give up
liquor, and thercfore to refrain from that
custom which has already brought ruin upon
80 many —the custom of treating and inducing
men to drink.  And here he showed how this
duty rested upon the hotel-keepers and liquor
dealers as well as others.  He conc ned them
very severely for not abiding strictly by the
license laws ; he reminded them of the fact that
they are forbidden to sell tominors, todrunken
men, and during prohibited hours, and that in
doing 8o, they not only break the civil law, but
that they do so under pain of sin. And no
government, he snid, can license them to pro
fane the Sunday by selling liquor on that day,
a8 18 too often done in our own village. They

right to sell on Sunda t
nts or other business, and if af
exar~ples were made of those who thas break
the law, we should have less drunkenness, and
lesssenndal would be given, He encourage
10 become faithful members of the temperance
societies or take a pledge against liquor, priv
ately, and keopin,

But the greatest. means of all for over-com
ing this vice, he showed to be fervent prayer,
and the frequent and worthy reception of the
sacraments.  These means me 2iven us (o
overcome all temptations, and if men truly
love themselves, their families and God, they
should have frequent recourse 1o those means
to obtain the grace 10 lead sober, industrious
and holy lives, and thus to obtain everlasting
happiness.

A few Sundays previous he spoke against the
bad habits formed by many of the young
people, of being out late at night, and loitering
in crowds around store dnors, and especially
hotels, and that not only during the week, but
on Sundays, and he warned young people
against lonfing about the streets and other
places if they wished to grow up honored and
respected members of society. — The Glen
garrian, Oct, 21.
