LECTURE AND SACRED CONCERT

Father
McKeon gave a brief history of the
eatablishment and work of the Jesuits,
from the begioping of their missions
in Europe, Asis, Africa and South Amer-
ica, to their labors in the great North-
west in Canada.

by bim to Cardival Maunieg,
and which appesred in & recent number
of the London Tablet, will recall wividl
to mind that charity towards those dif-
feriog from us in faith, which we are
only too prome to forget. The Cardinal’s
words are these ;

“How I wish sgain to see the people of
Englaod, Catholics snd Protestante, for
the Protestants whom I came to kuow,
svd whom you taught me to esteem, ap.
peal no less to my sympathy. It is im-

ossible to doub: their good faith, lsten.

g to them and listenivg to yourself, 1
remember what you told me, how for
balf @ century you lived out of the Cath.
olic Church without ever a single doubt
8 1o the truth of your helief, sud how
esgerly you turned to the truth, once
you perceived it, to study it closer, t) ac-
knowledge it, aud to embrace it

“I thall never forget, my Lord Cardl.
nsl, bow you sprke of your former
brethern, and with what charity. I
seemed to li:ten to St. Augustine when
bo said to his African dissidents, ‘Let
those who do not know how difficult it is
to find the truth be augry with you’ but
I, who bkave had the experience, can
only pity you aod love you.’

“Never ehall I forget the day when we
were together at the meeting In Piince's
Hall, one on the left, the other on the
tlebt of the distinguished president,
member of the Soclety of Mrieads, who
succeeded Lord Granville in the chair,
nor with what marks of respect and good
will we were both received. I afterwards

“It would not be a great sacrifice for
me, it is true, for the days of life that
remain to me cabnot be many, but I
woull willingly eacrifice them to hssten
for a single hour the moment of that
lovged for re-unfon. This, too, 1s what your
pastoral heart arke for, my desr and ven
erated Lord Cardinal, and I know that I
cannot, on the occaslon of your episcopal
jabilee, wish you geeater happinees than
to see your brethern foliow yon into the
fold which you have found, and of which
your virtues and your learning marked
you out to be the pastor,one may say, from
the day yon were admitted iuto it as a
slmple member of the fl-ck.
