A novel test is being conducted in
Great Britain, Tt is anegg-laying com:
petition. All the competing birds are
pullets and are being lkept. under the
same conditions and management.
Each pen contains four birds and the
competition is to last eighteen weeks,

9'he Essex Tobacco Growers' Associ-
ation are sending a representative to
England with a view to finding a mar-
ket for their tobacco. In 1897 the
counties of Essex and Kent produced
over 10,000,000 pounds of fo')acco, the
acreage being 5086 in the former and
2140 in the latter.

The great ivcrease in the high price
of meat which has taken place in Ger-
many during the past year “has *pro-
duced a powerful agitation against the
bigh duties and numerous restrictions
by which the. Government has nearly
stopped the importation of live animals
and greatly increased the price of mecat
products.
