LONDON, June 13.—John Red­

mond’s proclamation giving the offi­
cial endorsement of the Irish Nation­
al League to the organization of the 
Nationalist volunteers has led to 
something like a fight for the control 
of the volunteers, to the great amuse­
ment of the Irish Unionists.

It appears that Mr Redmond’s de­
claration was resented by the Provin­
cial Committee which controls the 
volunteers and which contains strong 
element of Sinn Finers and members 
of the Gaelic League. These people 
regarded Mr. Redmond’s intervention 
as an attempt to oust them from con­
trol of the Nationalist volunteers, and 
although they gave the leader’s letter 
a lukewarm bessing, they promptly 
set about securing their own power 
by calling upon the volunteers in each 
county to elect a representative to 
serve on the Provincial Committee.

The position became so strained 
that Mr. Redmond called a meeting 
of the Nationalist members of Parlia­
ment for yesterday to discuss the 
matter. At the conclusion of the 
meeting Mr. Redmond issued a long 
statement in which he remarks that 
the action of the Provisional Com­
mittee is tantamount to a refusal to 
accept his offer of co-operation by the 
appointment of nominees of the Irish 
Nationalist party to strengthen the 
Provisional Committee.

Mr. Redmond disclaims any know­
ledge as to who the twenty-five mem­
bers of the Provisional Committee 
are, but says he understands they are 
not supporters of the Irish party, 
while 95 per cent, of the volunteers 
support his followers. Mr. Redmond 
continues:

“This is a condition of things which 
plainly cannot continue. The rank ana 
file of the volunteers .and the respon- 
sble leaders of the Irish people ate 
entitled, are indeed bound, to demand 
some security that an attempt shall 
not be made in the name of the vol­
unteers to dictate a policy to the Na­
tional party.
