Meanwhile a note of protest against 
threats to Roumania is uttered by The 
Vorwaerts, which says:

“Roumania remains firm in her re­
fusal to allow the transport of wea­
pons and ammunition. Excitement 
over the matter is easily understood. 
On the free passage of transports be­
tween the central powers and Turkey 
depends the fate of the Dardanelles. 
That is the greatest danger which 
threatens the defenders and on the 
fate of the Dardanelles depends the 
fate of Constantinople. To-day this is 
the corner stone of politics carried on 
by the central powers.

“Roumania’s obstinate refusal is 
based on the determination not to al­
low the opportunity of the world’s 
war to pass unused. As in the sec­
ond Balkan war, it will now, with the 
least posible expenditure of money 
and blood obtain the highest profits. 
But firm opposition must be raised 
against the attempts in certain quar­
ters here to beat down Roumania by 
the application of the principle of 
Clausewitz.

“As to other means of following up 
the recommendation of the policy, 
what words would the people of Ger­
many use if England attempted to 
force Sweden to allow transports of 
ammunition and weapons, or even 
machines? But the same words would 
be of exact application if the central 
powers were to attack Roumania.’’

A. O. Dawson, another manufac­
turer, said that it was a disgrace to 
see so many married men in the ranks. 
Single men who go to the front will 
get their jobs back on their return.

Mayor Martin, discussing recruiting 
in an interview, said that it was the 
duty of every single young man to 
serve the empire. He further said 
married men or men supporting a 
family are given the preference at the 
city hall and on all municipal work.
