PRUSSIA'S DISRECARD
OF TREATIES HISTORIC.

The Hohenzollern poliey, which has
been denounced by President Wllson
on several occasions, notably In the
rgqply te the Papal note, received the

Secretary of State, Hughes Bernard
Maret, Duc de Bassano, Few more
caustic communications In the history
of diplomatic correspondence have ever
begn written than the doeument sent
to Baron von Krusemark, Frederick
Willlam's envoy, on April 1, 1813, alter
Prussia had declared war on France
Krusemark recelved the letter when
his passports were given to him,

The Duc de Bassano, after stating
that he had submitted Krusemark's
note to the Emperor on March 27,
adds the following in regard to Prus.
slan “scraps of paper’:

“That part of the note which is most
worthy ot serlous consideration re-
duces itself to this: Prussia solicited
and concluded an alliance with France
in 1812 becanse the French armiles
were nearer thap the Russian armies

i
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1o the Prussian States, Prussia de
clares in 18513 that she breaks her
troaties becausq the Russian armies
are Dearer tnan tle Freuch armies to
the Prussian Btates,

“Posterity will judge if such conduct
Is loyal and worthy of a great prince
aid conforms to equity and sound
politics, However that may be, pos-
terity will do justice to the consistency
ot your Cabinet in following its prin
ciples.

“In 1792 France, agitated from
within by a revolution and attacked
from without by a formidable enemy,
seemed ready to succumb. Prussia
made war on her, Three years after-
ward, at thq moment when France was
trilumphing over the coalition, Prussia
abandoned her allles; she passed to
the side of tl.e (French) convention at
the moment when fortunes visited it
snd the King of Prussia was the first
of the sovereigns opposed to France to
recognize the Republic.

“When four years had scarcely
slapsed in 1799, France experienced
the viclgsitudes of war, Battles had
been lost in Switzerland and Italy; the
Duke of York had landed in Holland,
and the Republic was menaced north
and eouth. Fortune had changed;
Prusela changed also, But the English
were driven from Holland. The Rus-
slang were beaten at Zurich, Vlietory
again visited our standards in Italy—
and Prussia again became the friend
of France

“In 1805 Austria armed. She mar-
shalled her armies on the Danube;
she invaded Bavarie while the Rus-
gian troops passed the Nlemen and
advanced on the Vistula.

Keep a sizable tin plate at hand on
the kitchen table.
