DUNDEE RETAKEN,

Ther Boers had Looted Every
: House in the Place.

Buller has Been Keening the Boers
rmgaged Under lnstructions from
Lord Keoberts.

London, May 15.—The war office has
teceived the following Gegperal
Buller: “Dundee, May 15.—1p. m.—~
We have .occupsed Dundee. About
2500 of the enemy left yesterday for
Glencoe, where they enirained. Their
wagons also left yesterday by De; Ja-
gers drift and the Dannhauser road.
Their Kaffirs said they were going to
Laing’s Nek. Almost every bouse in
Dundee is completely looted. The
navigation colliery is all right. The
machinery of the Dundee coilieries is
destroyed. The houses of the towm
are damaged, but 'are structarally in-
tact.”

ON THE VAAL RIVER.

Kroonstadt, May 14.—It is reported
that the r
concentrating on the Vaal, withdraw-
ing from Biggersberg and the south-
western borders, and that not more
than 2,000 Free Staters wilk fight on
the -Vaal. Railway eommunications
are expected to be open Thursday.
The transport is working smoothly.

BULLER'S DESPATCHES.

London, May 15. — The War Office
furnishes tardy confirmation of the
repott of Gen. Buller's move om the
Biggarsberg in this despatch from the
gepernl :

Kemp's Farm, Many 15.—The follow-
ing telegrams sent to Roberts are now
repeated. They begin, May 13 Inac-
cordance with instructions to {vrp the
enemy occupied at the Biggarshdrg, on
May 11 I concenty 1ited the Third cav-
alry brigade of the Sxcond division vnd
some corps of artillery af Sunday's
River drift on the Helpmakaar road
and directed Col. Bethune to advance
on Greytown with the Bethune mount-

[ ed infantry, the Umvoti mounted rifles

and the imperial light infantry.

On May 12 we’ moyed to Wese h-
bank and Bethune to- Pomeroy, while
Gen. Hildyard, from Elandslaagte oc-
cupied Ingogo mountain, May 13| sent
Gen. Hamilton with three battalionsy
up. the steep slope of Withock hill.
The Third cavalry brigade crowned a
‘hill on each side of the main road, and
Bethune attacked by the Pomeroy
road from three sides. The enemy hur-
riedly abandoned the pesition, which
they had strongly entrenched, and re-
tired to the nek in front of Helpmia~-
kaar' whence we hope to dislodge them
jo-Iorrow, a8 many of them have re-
iired, We have gained the sumamit of
the berg with the loss of only a few
men wounded,

. I advance to-morrow on Beith, and
Hildyard moves on W assels' nek. Our
small losg, T think, was cert vinly dus
to the excellent troop leading of Gen.
Hamilton, Lord Dundonald and Col
Jet hune,

A second despatch, dated May 14,
BAYS : The enemy evavuated Help-
makaar nek during the night, leaving
a rearguard of about 1,000 men in front
of us, These we have forced back
during -the day unde: considerable dif
ficulties, as they fired all the grass
on top of the berg 18 thay retreaitedy
ahd the wind being unfavor ible to us
we were Ki’(‘ll‘l'i‘!) able to see at all I
halted théinfantry, who mart hed very
well theough the hot smoke, at Beith,

A third, dated Kemp's Farm, May 15,
says :‘l’u"l'l'“dll( reported late laat night
that he* had driven the rear guard -on to
the thain body of the enemy, near Buralin
den, where they occupied in force a strong
position with three powerful ‘guns. Maj.
Gaugh, with the composite regiment,
maneuvered to the right round their left
flank and they retired Dundonald then
halted. He was 25 miles, as the crow
fliek, from his previous night's bivouac, and
had covered nearly 40 miles during the day
in & waterless cduntry, most of the time
riding throngh smoke. I think his pursuit
a very fine porformance From prisoners I
| learn that the enemy numbered over 2,000
at Helpmaksar, and being now joined by
those who left Yan Jonder's pass, they must
total nearly 3.000 men”
