That for
which a man gets no pay, or only half
pay cnough, he will pay just as much
attention to as suits himself; so  that
without sufficient pay there is not really
efficient service  Every humbug who
happens to enjoy the confidence of the
people for a few briet days th:rough
the whimsof the unstable,thecver chang.
ing, the hollow, fickle people, criesout
“give me the prunning knife; I'll cut
down expenses.” Yes, such demago-
gues are best adapted for cutting down;
it took the Vandals only a brief space
to annihilate everything that great
brains’and skilful hands had divised
and moulded into beauty and strength
for gencrations before.
