Mayor 
Gaynor will be taken to the Adiron- 
dacks just as soon as his condition 
permits but whether or not he will 
undergo an operation to remove 
the bullet before his trip to the 
fountains has not been fully de­
termined.

•'One more day and we will be 
able to Call Mayor Gaynor a con­
valescent,” was the statement made 
at St. Mary’s Hospital to-day.
