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Duplicity's Pinal Resolve

As our report of the proceedings 
in the Dominion Parliament shows, 
discussion on the remedial bill 
was discontinued on Wednesday 
morning last. The Government, 
found it' necessary to take this 
course, because the continued and 
persistent obstruction of the op­
ponents of the bill precluded the 
possibility of its becoming law 
before the end of the session, 
then but about a week off, and also 
because the remaining days of 
the session would be required to 
pass necessary legislation. But 
later advices indicate th^t the 
withdrawal of the remedial bill 
did not put an end to obstruction. 
Our Grit friends seem to have 
adopted obstruction as their new 
policy. They are preventing the 
passage of the supplies absolutely 
necessary for the public _ service. 
Notwithstanding all this these 
people call themselves Liberals. 
Certainly there never vas a greater 
misnomer ; their conduct and ac­
tions are the most illiberal that 
could possibly be imagined.

Now that the remedial bill has 
been withdrawn, Mr. Laurier joins 
with McCarthy and the other ex­
treme oppon^hts of the measure in 
expressions of satisfaction at the 
result of their bbstructive tactics. 
Mr. Laurier now evidently hopes 
to be able, through a policy of du­
plicity, to injure the Government 
in the election campaign. He will 
try to make it appear to the peopl 
of Quebec that the Government 
were not sincere in their endeavors 
to pass the bill, while the Ontario 
wing of his followers will be in­
structed to take their cue from 
McCarthy and denounce the Gov 
ernment for attempting to pass 
such a “ coercive” measure. But is 
it possible there is any great num­
ber of people in Canada, with any 
pretentions to intelligence and 
honesty that can be fooled in this 
way ? Mr. Laurier has all along 
pursued a tortuous course in re­
gard to this question. He has 
been driven from one position to 
another, according as he saw the 
ground slip from under his feet. 
In parliament last year he ad­
mitted that the remedial order was 
not a command. These are his 
words : “ The Order-in-Council is
termed a decision. I do not under­
stand that term exactly as I read 
it, and I read it pretty carefully— 
it can hardly be called a decision ; 
it is simply an invitation to the 
Government of Manitoba to deal 
with that question." This is about 
the true meaning of the remedial 
order ; but it was not long till this 
« invitation" took, in Mr. Laurier’s 

, eyes, the form of an offensive 
threat, and he has in the strongest 
manner denounced the Govern­
ment for issuing the order so 
drastic in character and so per­
emptory in manner. He evidently 
discovered that his giving expres­
sion to the true meaning of the 
Government’s action was not des­
tined to make any political capital 
for him. Only a few days before 
the close of the debate on the bill 
he admitted in the House that “ It 
was tine that the intention of the 
framers of the Manitoba Act had 
been to place the Catholic min­
ority of that Province in the same 
position, and afford them the same 
protection as the Protestant min­
ority of Quebec, or the Catholic 
minority of Ontario, but on ac­
count of the faulty manner in 
which it had been drawn, the in­
tention had failed to be carried 
out.” That was the contention of 
Sir .Charles Tapper, Mr. Foster, 
Sir Donald Smith, Mr. David 
Mills and other speakers daring 
the debate on the bill, and it is the 
contention of Sir Leonard Tilley, 
elsewhere referred to in this issue, 
and of all men of intelligence who 
have given the matter careful at­
tention. Yet, in the face of this 
declaration, Mr. Laurier does his 
best to deprive the minority in 
Manitoba of the relief this bill was 
intended to give them, by moving 
the six months hoist

Driven from everyother position 
in regard to the remedial bill, Mr. 
Laurier and his followers have 
taken the final stand that the bill 
is no good, that it was intended 
merely to deceive and that it does 
not satisfy the minority in Mani­
toba. This statement is persist­
ently made, notwithstanding the 
declaration, again and again reit­
erated, that the minority have ac­
cepted the bill as a satisfactory 
settlement. John S. Ewart, Esq., 
Q. C., the able and vigilant legal 
counsel of the Manitoba minority 
has expressed himself satisfied 
with the bill. The Archbishop of 
St. Boniface, who of all men is 
entitled to be heard on the matter, 
expressed his approval of the bill 
shortly after its first reading, and 
has lately expressed a still more 
definite jand explicit approval of 
it It is in the form of a tele­
gram, dated at Montreal, on the 
13th. inst, and addressed to Sir 
Charles Tapper. It is as fhjjpws :

“In the name of the Catholic 
minority of Manitoba that I re­
present officially, I ask the House 
of Commons to pass the whole 
Remedial'Bill as it is now amend­
ed It will be satisfactory to the 
said Catholic minority that will 
accept it as a substantial, work­
able and final settlement of the 
school question according to the 
constitution: A. D. Langevin,
Archbishop of St. Boniface.” 
Surely this is plain enough. 
Who should be the best judges as 
to whether or not the Govern­
ment’s remedial bill satisfied those 
whom it was intended to relieve, 
if not these very people them­
selves, and especially their legal 
representatives and chief spiritual 
guide ? Well, as just shown, all 
these have emphatically declared 
themselves satisfied ; but notwith­
standing this, with characteristic 
dishonesty, Grit papers and poli­
ticians go on repeating the objec­
tion. What can be expected from 
men of that stamp ? Mr. Laurier 
has acted in the most deceitful 
and protean manner regarding 
this question. Pretending to be 
anxious for an amicable settle­
ment, he has advised Greenway 
to make no compromise ; telling 
his compatriots in Quebec (b^t. he 
is most anxious for remedial le­
gislation, he joins hands with 
Dalton McCarthy to prevent the 
bill becoming law ; hypocritically 
inveighing against the bill on the 
ground that it does not go far 
enough, and at the same, time ac­
cepting the assurance of^r. M. 
C. Cameron that he will have the 
solid vote of the members of the 
Protestant Protective Association 
of Canada. Is that the manner 
of man the electors of this Do 
minion want for Premier?

Major Sam Hughes, M. P., 
gives it as his opinion that the 
Conservative majority from On­
tario in the next parliament will 
he ten more than at the present 
time He says Messrs. Laurier 
and McCarthy played a desperate 
game, and that their defeat in the 
House of Commons at the hands 
of the Government, on the motion 
to give the remedial bill the six 
months hoist, brought ruin to both.

Sir Leonard Tilley, of, St. 
John, one of the four surviving 
members of the Government 
which made the terms of union 
with Manitoba, says that he dis­
tinctly remembers the understand - 
ing that separate schools were to 
be guaranteed to the minority, 
whether Catholic or Protestant, 
if they should desire them. He 
feels sure that the people of Ca­
nada, when they come to see that 
this is not a question of policy, but 
of preserving the constitution and 
fulfilling a compact, will not con­
demn the remedial législation.

OuafOttawa advices inform us 
that, dti Saturday last, Hon. Mr. 
Haggart, Minister of Railways, 
gave notice of a resolution to au­
thorize the construction of the 
Belfast, Rustico, Elmira, Crapaud, 
New London, Richmond Bay and 
West Cape branches of the P. E. 
Island Railway, one hundred and 
ten miles in all, In this we have 
an earnest of the (Jovernuient’s 
desire to do justice to our Pro­
vince in the matter of railway ex­
tension. This will give Messrs. 
Davies and Walsh, and the other 
Grit members from this Province 
an opportunity of placing them­
selves on Record as regards the in­
terests of their constituents and 
the interests of the Province in 
general. Will they exert their 
energies to prevent the Island 
from obtaining this boon of rail­
way extension, by the same ob 
structive tactics which have, for 
the last month, been employed in 
blocking the business of Parlia­
ment ? We shall see.

Our Provincial Premier, wit­
tingly or unwittingly, gives abun­
dant evidence, during the sessions 
of the Legislature, of his propen­
sity to rnle with an iron hand, 
and to prevent, as far as possible, 
reasonable criticism .of the actions 
of his administration. The oppo.- 
sition in the House, at present, 
consists of only six members, and 
one of the members, Mr. A. J. 
McDonald, has been ill during 
nearly the whole of the present 
session. He has not been in the 
House with the exception of the 
first day or two after the open­
ing. In consequence of this the 
opposition forces are reduced to 
five. It would not be unreason­
able to expect that, under these 
circumstances, the Leader Of the 
Government should be disposed to 
extend to \fae opposition reason­
able courtesy, so as to discuss the
budget to the best advantage. It 
cannot be said that this has been 
done. The brnnt of the debate 
on the opposition side devolves 
upon Mr. Shaw; but y hep he 
was dispussmg the budget, on 
Thursday afternoon last and ex­
pecting to continue his speech jn 
the evening he was shut off by 
the House unexpectedly adjourn­
ing at six o’clock. The object, of 
course, being to prevent Mr. Shaw 
from addressing the House when 
» large audience would be present, 
as is usually the case iQ eŸeS* 
ing. Tactics of that klffd nre 
not likely to do the Government 
any good. Mr. Shaw’s speech

will go to the country 
same. Those who are 
should be merciful !

The electric railway bill, pro­
moted in the Legislature by Mr. 
A. B. Warburton, has been ad­
vanced to such a stage as should 
insure, beyond reasonable doubt, 
its becoming law before the 
end of the session. It is an evi­
dence of progress to find a bill of 
this nature considered by the Legis­
lature. There are now few towns 
with a population equal to that 
of this City without street rail­
ways, and that means electric rail­
ways ; for the use of electricity 
as a motive power has become so 
general for street cars that 
other systems have been almost 
entirely discarded. , With mopol- 
istic dangers removed and the 
rights of citizens, both in town 
and country safe-guarded, there 
should be very little opposition 
to a bilMo promote an enterprise 
of this nattire. As the bill has al­
ready been examined and discuss­
ed by the members of the City 
Council and is now receiving the 
attention of the members of the 
Legislature, we may reasonably 
assume that it will contain no­
thing that will unduly infringe 
upon the rights and privileges of 
our people. The bill was promot­
ed in the City Council by coun­
cillor Nicholson, and to his energy 
and perseverance its passage 
through the Council may largely 
be ascribed. The establishing of 
this railway means a large invest­
ment of money, and the building 
of it will call for much labor and 
mechanical skill, and will be the 
means to putting into circulation 
considerable cash in the shape of 
wages. The bill provides that 
the two mile city circuit shall be 
completed within two years ; but 
we have no doubt that by the 
time our next Provincial Exhibi­
tion is opened we shall hear the 
buzz of the electric car. With 
the electric road in operation visi 
tors from abroad will no longer 
be able truthfully to say that, in 
the matter of street locomotion 
at least, we are behind the age. 
By all means let us have the 
electric railway.

Then Sir 
Cnarles took up the question of ob­
struction. The government had been 
accused of obstructing its own bill, 
but the Hamilton Times of a recent 
date had admitted that the liberals 
m parliament were entitled to the 
credit of doing that. Mr. Welsh— 
You keep us here night and day and 
,hen you say you are not to blime 
(Laughter.) Sir Charles Tupper— 
No one is more unwilling to keep 
members here than I am. It was 
significant that not a single Catholic 
member of the house had ventured 
to obstruct the measure. Believing 
that this bill was satisfactory to the 
minority, he made a last appeal to 
the opposition to settle this question 
this session, and then let the 
government go to the country^ respon. 
sible ior all the deficiencies," if there 
were any in the measure. The gov­
ernment was quite willing to take that 
responsibility. He believed it was 
in the interests of peace and brother­
hood among the great mass of Catho­
lics. He therefore urged that the 
bill should be placed in the statue 
book and the legislation of the house 
concluded before the day of dissolu­
tion arrived. Mr. Laurier said if it were 
for this defective bill the government 
and the government alone would be 
responsible he would not hesitate to 
assist in passing it and leave the gov­
ernment take the consequences. Bu: 
the itatement was not true. For the 
deficiencies of the measure the gover- 
ment would not be responsible, but 
the poor taxpayers of Manitoba. The 
result would be litigation, litigation 
litigation lor the people of Manitoba. 
The correspondence brought down 
showed that the investigation would 
have thrown a flood of light on the 
subject which would have been a bas­
is of a seulement. The question bad 
about narrowed itself down to the 
smill compass of school privileges o( 
Winnipeg. Everywhere else the ques­
tion was comparatively easy of settle­
ment. With regard tp the charge of 
obstruction he (Laurier) said men 
would be less than men if they were 
to be bullied in the manner the gov 
ernment was attempting. It was a 
process of bullying which no man 
with a heart in his bosom would sub­
mit to (Liberal cheers.) If the gov 
ernment in March last had done what 
they did two weeks ago it was almost 
certain that the question would have 
been settled now and the,Catho ics 
would have been restored to their 
tights.—(Liberal cheers.) Hon. Mr. 
Foster said if Mr. Laurier was sincere 
in this matter he would have wel 
corned the legislation now before the 
house and woujd have assisted in 
giving his whole power and strength 
to remedying the broken compact of 
1870. His insincerity was proved by 
the course whicb he had adopted. 
Instead of attempting to improve 
what he considered a faulty measure 
he had attempted to bowl it out of 
the bouse by the six months hoist. 
Although tfie tyinqipeg conference 
had demonstrated that there was 
nothing to investigate, yet Mr, Lau­
rier still wanted a commission. Wbat 
facts did be want investigated ? Why 
he himself had admitted that only in 
Winnipeg was it perhaps necessary to 
do anything. Surely if he could 
stage that be was fulfy cognizant of 
the situation of affairs there be need­
ed no commission to enlighten him 
further. (Cheers.) Clearly no fur­
ther information was required in or­

Wben the House of Cbmmons met 
on the 13th, ihe work of obstruction 
was resumed by the opponents of re­
medial legislation, and kept up till 
ten o’clock at night when the House 
got into committee. Clause 12 of 
the bill was considered, and it took 
over three hours to dispose of it.
This clause relates to arljiflation in 
case of readjustment of school dis­
tricts. Clause 13, relating to school 
districts in cities and towns, was then 
taken up and passed, and at half-past 
two the government refusing to ad­
journ the bouse, Mr. O’Brien moved 
that the committee rise. The all- 
night talk was begun by N; Clarke 
Wallace. Shortly after 2 o’clock 
Tuesday morning. Sir Châties Tup­
per rose to refer to Mr, Laurier’s 
statement of the other evening that 
he (Tupper) had incurred the repre- 
bation of the late Sir John Thomp­
son, and also of his laving spoken 
disrespectively of the Roman Catho­
lics. He gave both statements an ex­
plicit denial. He read a letter from 
Sir Johnr Thompson, in which Sir 
John thanked him for his friendship, 
and hoped bjs accession to the pre­
miership would not be marked by 
the loss of Sir Charles' services as 
high commissioner.

(Opposition laughter ). Thè govern­
ment ba<j neglected nothing to secure 
a satisfactory settlement. The first 
intimation from Manitoba that that 
government would eoneest to negor 
tiate was promptly availed of by the 
dominion. When the commissioners 
met the government of Manitoba 
never suggested for a single moment 
that there was any necessity to ex­
plain information unknown to them 
selves or to the delegat.es. (Sear, 
hear.) The only complaint that had 
been made by Manitoba was wilb 
regard to the continuance of the con. 
sidération of the Remedial bill be­
fore the bouse. When an arrange­
ment was made between Mr. Laurier 
and himself, Mr. McCarthy suggest­
ed that the bill should not be lakçn 
up until Tuesday. The press wrong­
ly assumed that that arrangement was 
made, but the Hansard showed that 
Friday was agreed upon. The mis­
statement that Tuesday had been 
agreed upon was telegraphed to Win­
nipeg and led to misapprehension 
there. Sir Charles proceeded to 
comment upon the offer "of th| do­
minion as presented to the Manitoba 
government at the recent meeting.
The point now resolved itself into 
this, “ What right? have been taken 
away from the minority and how cap 
they best be restored ?"

Qn Wednesday morning, about two 
o’clock, clause 15 of thé remedial 
biji was under the consideration of 
the goqinifttee. Sir Charles Tupper 
rose and moved that the committee 
rise and report progress. In doing 
so he expressed his very great regret 
that in the face of the continued ob­
struction to the measure, which the 
government was sincerely anxious to 
pass, it seemed to be absolutely ne 
cessàry at this 'idyatiped period of the 
gpssjon that the few days stij) 
remaining should be utilized to pro­
vide for the absolute necessities of 
the country. It would be extremely 
unfortunate if the necessary supplies 
lor carrying on the public business 
were not yotedf apd therefore to-mor­
row the house would go jnto com­
mittee of supply bn the éstirriates. 
He deepjy regretted that owing to 
(be continued and persistent qt)s [.ruc­
tion on the remedial bill greater pro7 
gress had not been made. Very im­
portant features of tbe measure had 
received the sanction of the com­
mittee. The bill itself had received 
thè sanction of a very satisfactory ma­
jority of the house, "and the obstruc­
tion practised bad been condemned 
by an overwhelming majority of the 
boute. If it were not possible to 
proefeed with tbe measure further this 
session, and he "did not say they 
WOjjld not be able, the matter would 
be left open. Jt wop|d be a matter 
of great regret j there were *o»e jmr 
portant questions on which be re­
gretted the opinion of parliament had 
not been taken.

Mr. Laurier said it called for some 
remarks, as to the regret of Sir 
Coat les that Mr. Dupont's amend­
ment had not been presented to the 
committee. Two ministers, Messrs. 
D.ckey and Ouimet pronounced 
against the constitutionality . cf this 
amendment. Hon. Mr. Dickey— 
The honorable gen leman is mistaken 
as regards myself. Mr. Jantver— 
The honorable gentleman at l.-ast ex­
pressed grave doubts as to the con­
stitutionality of the proposal that ti.e 
dominion should supply the financial 
assistance referred to. Hon. Mr. 
Dickey—Not so. My observation 
had reference to our power to compel 
Manitoba to make this provision. 
Mr. Laurier replied that it was one 
and the same thing. And now he 
said the government withdrew this 
bill. Sir Charles Tupper—No, no. 
Only to proceed now with supplies 
for necessary service of the country. 
The moment that has been obtained 
we can go on with this bill. Mr. 
Laurier—Well, I proceed to protest 
against this charge of obstruction. 
Sit Charles Tupper—You have jus1 
listened to nine hours of it. (Cheers.) 
Mr. Laurier went on to say that the 
tactics of the government were the 
cause of the discussion, and he hoped 
Sir Charles had learned that be could 
not force this or apy other measure 
upon this house by such means. 
Never had the pari ament of Great 
Britain witnessed such scenes. Any 
way, continued Mr. Laurier, whose 
fault was it that the question was not 
settled five years ago ? Whose fault 
that a drastic order was sent that 
drove Manitoba into opposition, 
whose fault that the bill was not in­
troduced last session when Mr An­
gers. the only sincere man in the 
cabinet, left it ; whose fault that cab 
inet dissensions at the eatly part of 
the year prevented its introduction at 
the early, and not at the dying stages, 
of this session. It was surely gentle­
men on the government benches. 
And as to the charge of obstruction, 
ne would leave it to the judgment ol 
the intelligent electors of the coun­
try. Mr. Lariviere protested in the 
name of the Mrnitoba minority 
against the action of those who had 
prevented this bill becoming law. 
To his Quebec liberal friends he 
would say that not only had the bill 
been accepted by the minority, but 
by the whole Roman Catholic hier 
arch y of Canada as well.

Mr. Dupont made an earnest ap­
peal for justice to the minority.

Owing to the obstructive tactics of the 
opposition, no progress was made in 
supply on Thursday. After some pre­
liminaries on Friday, Mr. Foster moved 
the house into committee of ways and 
means. He had been urged, he said, to 
make numerous changes in the tariff- 
bat owing to the shortness of the session 
could not see his way clear to recom­
mend any of them td the house, The 
only proposal he bad to make was to 
extend for another year the privilege of 
admitting free into Canada such mining 
machinery as is of a class not manu­
factured -m Canada.

in introducing the resolution was to pro­
voke discussion, and scored tht last two 
speakers for their opp isition to the 
movement. He then withdrew his re­
solution. House adjourns !.

/ Tuksday, April 14.
Afte recese Hon. Mr. Peters moved 

that the Hbnse go into committee of 
supply. He said that before dealing 
with the finances of the Province, he 
would review its actual condition, and 
point in what way he proposed to meet 
it. No press, either at home or abroad, 
or no politician, should decry the credit 
of the country and assert that the Pro­
vince is" sunk in debt and not worthy of 
credih As a matter of fact this Island 
is in a first-class financial condition, and 
compares favorable with the ether pro­
vinces. He then proceeded to show 
how the debt of the Province was made 
up, claiming that the total debt on the 
3let December last was $382,404.77. 
Against this be placed assets to the 
amount of $900,000, and claimed that 
tbe Province therefore had over half a 
million to its credit, $5 each for every 
man, woman and child. He then pro­
ceeded to contrast the finanacial condi­
tion of this Piovince with that of the 
other provinces, quoting from the statis­
tics! year book to show that our debt 
was a mere bagatelle in comparison 
with theirs. The Island, he claimed 
was not sinking into debt. But it may 
get into debt in the foture if care is oot 
taken to make ends meet. He then 
proceeded to show how, in game in­
stances, the expenditure last year ex­
ceeded the estimates. The increase was 
principally in roads, bridges and ferries. 
First we estimated for roads $12,000, 
while <19,000 was spent, an excess over 
the amount estimated of $7,000. They 
had hoped that the road machines 
would have lessened tbe expense undei 
this heading, but had been disappoint­
ed. But our anticipations in respect to 
this matter will be more fullv realized 
when some necessary amendments to 
the Road Act have been made. They 
had only done what work the people 
conld not do without, and the expendi­
ture was not excessive, On bridges 
they bed estimated $7,0^0, and spent 
$19,000. The freshets, bad on roads, 
had been doubly bad on bridges. At 
Dunk River not a bridge had been left 
standing, and this caused an excessive 
expenditure. Last year tbe Commis­
sioner had to undertake the repair of 
800 bridges, and manv of these had to 
be rebuilt. No person, was more 
anxious than be to keep the bridges op 
at the least possible expense. But what 
could be done but make the necessary 
repairs Ï With regard to bridges only 
in two years did the expenditure fall 
below that of last year, and one of these 
years was during onr regime. The 
present irovernnqqnt had done no small 
share of permanent work. They paid 
$12,000 for building an aboideau at 
Mount Stewart, which is included in 
our bridges and will stand for 100 
years. In Murray Harbor, hills had 
been levelled, and in other sections 
other permanent work had been done. 
The next item over the estimate is our 
ferries, $33,988, including ferries all 
over the Province. A large portion of 
this work is done by contract. With 
regard to the Southport and East and 
West River ferries, he proposed giving 
facts and figures later on. Then there 
is the estimate for schools. In 1884 the 
expenditure was $105 000, and in 1895 
it was $122,000, showing $17,000 of ao 
increase in that one item alone. The 
school report shows how this increase 
was brought about. In *1891 the ex­
penditure was $111,154, against $122,000 
in 1895, an increase of over $10,000. 
This increase arises from (1) increase in 
school districts ; (2) increase in second 
class teachers. He pointed out that 
late governments bave been careful not 
to increase the school districts where 
there was a possibility of their 
being done without. The second cause, 
however, is the principal reason of 
the inppeaae in the coat of education. He 
pointed ont that the percentage of attend 
anoe tor last year waa the largest in the 
history of this Province, and tbe largest in 
Canada. It proves the deep interest taken 
by the people in educational affairs, and it 
shows that by the establishment of school 
districts the Government has enabled the 
children to attend where they ought to. 
There was an immense number of children 
Studying the practical subjects, and he 
looked upon this as another sign that the 
money sjient for education is not being 
wasted. Whilst we have this large ex 
penditure, as well as other large expend! 
tures, inclnding the amount spent fi r a 
new steamer, we have endeavored to cut 
down on matters which were not of vital 
importance to the people. Thé amounts 
for legislation and the administration of 
'justice are both less than formerly. Now 
in regard to Hillsborough ferry. Some 
suggested handing it over to a contractor. 
This sounds very reasonable, but (coking 
back over the records it would be found 
that when that ferry was run by contract 
a most unsatisfactory state of affairs exist­
ed. Nearly one-third of our population 
is accommodated by the Hillsborough 
ferry, and the numbere who use the other 
ferries are not to be compared with the 
numbers who nse the Hillsborough ferry. 
The cost of the other ferries is al^o high, 
simply to give tile people accommodation. 
He pointed ont that from 1883 to 1887, 
under contract, the average loss to the 
Government on the ferries was $13,000, 
and while under Government management 
the average was $14,000. That is only 
$1,000 more under the Government, and 
the service was far more satisfactorily con 
ducted. If the expenditure can be reduced 
the Government are wilting to reduce it. 
The East and West River ferries may 
possibly be conducted for less money. 
Heretofore the Rocky Point ferry was à 
very small affair, hut this was not the case 
now when the accommodation was vastly 
superior to what it was at that time. He 
then submitted a statement showing the 
estimated revnue for the year, as fo'iows : —

This brings revenue and expenditure 

very close together. The extraordinary 
expenditures will be taken up distinctly. 
He then took np the estimates of expendi­
ture. Jn the mater of education It goes 
up to $122,650 this yeàr, an increase over 
last year. We have to estimate an in­
crease in teachers’ salaries and an increase 
in supplements. In the matter of exhibi­
tions our estiqiated expenditure is $6,025. 
Ihe estimate for inteiest last year was 
about ’"corhect,'and it is mùçh the same 
this ye^r. Although we ovyed mope last 
year tb$n we did the year before yet our 
interest less, Under the late govern­
ment the interest on the debt would have 
been $20,000 instead of $14,000. We sived 
morey in the matters of interest, hgisla- 
tion and the administration of justice. 
These savings hurt nobody, and are not 
cheese-paring like cutting down a man’s
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
