In United States Until After the 
Next Election, Says Sen­

ator Hopkins

Oyster Bay, N.Y., July 17—Presi­
dent Roosevelt, United States Senator 
Hopkins, of Illinois, and H. E. Mills, 
representing the Wisconsin tariff re­
vision league, discussed the subject 
of tariff revision at the luncheon at 
Sagmore Hill today. Senator Hop­
kins on leaving Oyster Bay said that 
the conclusion was reached that no 
tariff revision would be undertaken 
until after the next presidential elec­
tion.

‘It would be suicidal to the Repub­
lican party,” the senator added, “to 
undertake a revision of tariff during 
the next congress.

But I am 
thoroughly convinced that Mr. Roose­
velt will not consider the nomination 
that he is entirely sincere in declar­
ing himself not to be a candidate under 
any circumstances." Speaker Cannon 
will have the entire Illinois delega­
tion solidly behind him and I thor­
oughly believe that if nominated he 
would make the best race of any 
man the Republican party could*put 
forward."
