As 
respjt of this benefit a Wetaskiwin 
buyer had tblti him several days ago 
that oats this year was commanding 
five cents a bushel more than last. 
This was money put directly into the 
pocket of the farmer. And what is 
cents to the farmer is dollars to the 
business man.

An Era of Prosperity.
Contrasting the conditions prevail­

ing now with those of twelve years 
ago, when the Conservatives- were V1 
power, it was found that Canada had 
had a period of the greater expansion 
and growth than ever before. • Our 
hade and commerce had, been in­
creased, railways built, population in­
creased, and evidences of prosperity 
everywhere apparent. The tariff on 
articles which benefited the largest 
number of people was reduced by the 
government and a preferential tariff 
put on articles imported irom Grant 
Britain, which had increased the 
sentimental and trade relations exist­
ing between England and Canada. 
Attention had been paid to the exten­
sion of our railway system. The In­
tercolonial had been placed on a pay­
ing basis and arrangements made for 
the construction of new roads. The 
postal service had been re-organized, 
so that it yielded a revenue instead 
of a deficit, the rate of postage red ut- 
ed and arrangements put under way 
for a system of rural mail delivery.

The Conservatives, on the other 
hand, when in power, had bound 
themselves hand and foot to the 
C.P.R., a monopoly which they creat­
ed. They had given millions >f 
acres of the best land in Western 
Canada to this corporation, much of 
which they refused to sell or improv-.

Then the Conservatives had moved in 
the House a resolution condemning 
the department for their administra­
tion of timber lands and calling for a 
special .committee to investigate the 
matter.

Conservatives Inconsistent. 
Considerable amusement at the ex 

yen-e of the Conservative scandal cry 
was caused by Mr. Howey showing that 
what was considered a scandal in one 
part of the country was supported by 
Conservatives in another. As an Instanc'd 
of this he referred to what is knoiyn as 
the Robbins Irrigation deal at Medicine 
Hat. The government had made a salé 
of land on the condition that the com­
pany spend one million dollar- in an ir­
rigation scheme. This was objected to 
in Ontario, and the Maritime provinces 
and yet in Medicine Hat Mr. Mngrath, 
Conservative candidate for Lethbridge 
constituency, made the statement on the 
public platform that if he were elected 
to parliament and Mr. Borden interfered 
with the Robbins Irrigation deal he 
would oppose the Conservative leader. 
When Mr. Ames or Mr. Borden toured 
the west they took very good care when 
at leaking in Medicine Hat not to men­
tion the Robbins’ Irrigation question.

One of the most frequent cries of the 
Conservatives was that the Liberals had 
looted the publie domain in their dis­
posal of the timber limits, by selling 
them too cheap. In reply to this Mr. 
Howey showed how the McKenzie gov­
ernment, the Liberal government 
power from 1873 to 1878, had sold 310 
square miles of timber limits for $23.06 
;>■; square mile. From 1878 to 1896 the 
Conservatives had sold 29.322 ,.square 
miles of timber for $1.13 per -square nrle 
while ti-e presept Liberal government in 
the past twelve years had sold 6,456 
square miles of timber for $81.92 pci- 
square mile. The charge of selling too 
much timlier was refuted by showing 
that in eighteen years of Conservative 
rule some 29 522 square miles had been 
sold, while in the last twelve years of 
Liberal rule only 6,456 ■ had been dispos­
ed of. Moreover in one year of Conser 
v stive rule in 1883 the Conservatives 
had g ven away absolutely free 10,326 
square miles of western timber limits in 
th i country or 50 per cent, more timber 
than the present government had dis­
posed of in their twelve years of office.

Would Make the Public Pay.

In 
his answer the Sultan says that the 
rights of Turkey are guaranteed by 
the powers, and that therefore she is 
obliged to depend on them. It i$ 
understood Russia has promised Tur­
key her moral support. The “Young 
Turks" committee hero issued 
statement saying it regards the situa­
tion as very grave and demanding ex­
treme caution. ft wishes to avoid 
v.-ar but advocates, in addition to pro­
testing to the powers, the inaugura­
tion of a. tariff war against Bulgaria, 
the expulsion of Bulgarian exarch and 
bishops from Turkey, and if Austria 
carries otrt the annexation of Bosnia 
and Herzegovina, a general boycott of 
all Austrian goods and commerce, 
which would be a severe measure, as 
the Austrian trade here is large.

sity of drawing even closer to a well- 
ordered government.

Servia Would Prefer War.
Belgrade, October 6.—The feverish 

excitement in Setyia againat Austria 
is increasing. All the political par­
ties arc co-operating to urge the gov­
ernment to do everything possible t i 
prevent the annexation of Bosnia and 
Herzegovina. Judging from the..tth'd 
of the speeches at the mass meetings 
today and the tone of the newspapers, 
aWli'iitM’ation of war would he a most 
pffjrttjifiT step.. Past events hav- 
lijjipjtgf'stablished a hatred of Austria 
itFJÙiÿ National mind, and the people 
see irt fhe annexation of Bosnia and' 
Herzegovina not only further provo­
cation but 4efinito progression to­
wards Austria's alleged policy to grab 
the territory all around Servia an 1 
strangle her trade. Thus it is a mat­
ter of life and death to this country. 
Moreover, the majority of the popula 
lion of Bosnia and Herzegovina are 
Servians, who furiously resent Aus­
trian domination. The national tem­
per is such that the government must 
act. umrily if it wishes to prevent 
clash. Austria yesterday recalled he 
military attache who was attending 
the manoeuvres of the Servian army

New York, October G.—Wall street 
spent today trying to figure out just 
what would happen in the event if 
Bulgaria insisting upon being inde­
pendent. This is extremely import­
ant, because the stock market is in 
technical condition to advance ten 
points further immediately should 
nothing in the foreign situation inter­
fere. It is generally admitted that 
the great danger m the present foreign 
situation is that England may inter­
fere in behalf of Turkey.

London. October 6.—This was a day 
of anxiety on the markets, despite 
the comparatively small fluctuations 
in prices. Consols regained a logs of 
X today, while Turkish bonds closed 
a point above yesterday and Russian 
bonds % above. Home rails were 
easier and Kaffirs and Tintos declin­
ed.
