On Friday morning, immediately
afterwards, the Daily News announc-
ed the Herald was changing hands and
was passing under the control of Mr.
McGrath. We submitted this an-
ncuncement as evidence to support the
contention that at the time Mr. Mc-
Grath made the charge against us he
was purchasing a newspaper, which
would cease to support the Liberal
Party, and become a supporter of the
party with which Mr. McGrath is iden-
tified. {

That was our fault, if fault it is. We |
had given a political complexion to |
the transaction. Strangely enough,
while reproving us, Mr. McGrath daes
the same. He takes up the role of
Satin  reproving sin. He himself
gives a political gloss. fo the same
transaction.

Yesterday Mr. McGrath used half
a column to violate the standard he
would have us observe. He elaborated
an argument to the effeet that the
sale of the Herald was a sign of weak-
ness on the part of the Liberal Party
and implied that the purchase was a
sign of strength in the Morris Party.

In face of the overwhelming animos-
ity on the part of the people against
the Morris Government, it is nothing
of the kind. But, like a drowning man,
