I have a
half one left out of four, and T am not
ashamed to say that I have cried, to
see the beautiful branches torn off and
thrown on the street, besides having
to repair fences on account of the
destruction. I have driven five goats
at a time out of my little garden, in
fact every morning last summer I
counted a herd of these animals
twelve in number pass my house
while the Goat Hauler attended sales,
etc. You will say why didn't I' com-
plain—I did. And I was told by a
member of the Council that many
others have complained also. Now
then will you tell me what all this
means about putting higher taxes on
our property? I am led to believe
the rich man that can own an expen-
sive house is to be let off with 7%,
whilst the fortunate or unfortunate
owner of a cheap house has to pay
109%. 1 know many single girls, wiil-
ows, and ‘'women whose husbands are
absent from the country, who are get-
ting a little income from their smail
property-—now what is in store for
them if the taxes are made heavier?
The same thing that happened to my
father when Confederation took place
in Halifax—ruination! He was tax-
ed so dreadfully that he had to sacri-
fice his property and come here. 1If
this new extortion is allowed to take
place it will be the stepping stone to
Confederation, and I for one will have
to make a present of my little home
to some one who wilk be able to meet
the high taxes.

I learn that this -Charter or Barter,
or something, if it passes will give
the weaker sex a vote, and it will he
too late to help us when the thing is
put through. I think the Landladies
should hold a meeting of their own
and protest against this latest move
of the Commissioners. We will soon
be taxed for the air we breathe al-
though it be polluted with vile orods.

Hoping the Premier will watch out
for our interests, and thanking you
Mr. Editor, for the valuable space of
your paper for this my first attempt
