F. Coaker as Acting Premier
dand Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, for in addressing the
Supreme Council of the Fisher-
men’s Protective Union, some
weeks ago, on these same Regu-
lations, this gentleman was
most outspoken in his declara-
tHion that no better legislation
was ever enacted for Newfound-
land. He claimed for his regu-

tions (for they were his) all
the good, if any, that was ac-
complished by them, but most
admirably refrained from ac-
cepting the responsibility for
all the evil they had done. He
said: ‘I care not who agrees
or disagrees with me, I am not
going to consider opposition to
them” (the Regulations). Ajax
defying the lightnings. But a
Kttle further on in that same
address, Mr. Coaker admitted
that he was open to conviction,
and continued, “If I ecan be
shown to be wrong, I am ready
to modify my ideas.”

Well some one has obviously
produced the proof that he was
wrong, and has shown him so.
If the Prime Minister is that
person then all honor to him for
at length asserting his position
and showing that he has the
strength to take a stand against
a usurpation of his power and
to insist upon the maintenance
of his Prime Ministerial prero-
gatives, That is as it should
be. But the relief from the re-
strictive pressure of the Regu-
lations has edme too late for
many who have suffered finan-
cial loss because of them. How-
ever a beginning has been made,
and we honestly believe that had
the Prime Minister shown his
stength earlier in the season,
and insisted upon the West
Coast exporters being allowed to
ship their cargoes when ready,
according to time-honored cuss
tom and usage, the present fin-
ancial depression in that section
would not have oecurred. But
perhaps Mry Squires. did not
quite underStand the situation,
hence his reluctance to inter-
fere in the operation of the
Reguistions as they applied to
Western distriets. Vessels were
held up at important export
centres for months, at full ex-
pense and withotit eafhing pow-
ef, 80 long a8 they were prohib-
ited from sailing, dnd some of
these which began to load in
the early summer are still rang-
ing back hnd forth oh the other
«ide with their cargoes unsold.
Will the owners of these ¢argoes
receive any compensation for
the heavy losses they have ifi-
curred?
