Maorip, May 15.—The Cortes have
rejected the amendment to the Constitu-
tibn in favor of making Spain a Federal
Republic. The vole stood 182 against,
and 64 for the'amendment. A proposition
for the creation of a Triennial Directory,
to be appointed by the Cortes, has been
introduced, and is now under discussion.
LoxpoN, May 15.—Reports, which are
believed to be based on good authority,
are in circulation that the French Govern-
ment will soon publish a peaceful mani-
festo, and simultaneously reduce the
army. %

VIENNA, May 15.—The Emperor Fran-
cis Joseph in closing the sessions of the
Reichsrath yesterday, made a long and
pleasant speech. He recalled the situa-
tion of Austria in 1866, compared that
with the previous condition of things,
and traced.the course of the legislation
of the Relchsrath since that time. He
was rejoiced with the friendly arrange-
ments made with Hungary, and the con-
dition of the finance and army. He felt
that peace was indispengable to the na-
tional prosperity and the present relae
tions of Austrin. The other powers of
the world assured him of its continuance.
He reviewed the late reforms enacted by
the Reichsrath, and hoped that they
would become the basis of harmonions
and pacific relations between the Church
and the State. In conclusion, he thank-
ed all the members for their past exer-
tions, and expressed the hope: that all
would support the Coustitution, as Aus-
tria offered full liberty to the people of
every nation, and guaranteed the right
of self-Government, The Emperor was
often interrupted by loud and long con-~
tinued cheering.

PARris, May 10th.— Election meetings
were held in all quarters of Paris yes-
terdey up to & late hour, but the excite-
ment moderated as the day advanced.
Late ¢t night some crowds which had
collected in the streets were dispersed by
the police. They made no resistance,
and no serious disturbance occurred.
The government has issued a warning
which is placed throughout the city, de-
claring that the renewal of recent disor-
derly assemblies and demonstrations
will not be tolerated.* Minister La Ro-
quette has issued instructions to the
Prefect advising them to diesolve any
| meetings likely to lead to a disturbance
of order, and to strictly enforce the law
prohibiting the holding of political meet-
ings within five days of the election.

MADRID, May 16.—The Cortez yester-
day, after & long debate, rejected the
proposition for.the establishment of &
Triennial Directory. It is now confi-
dently believed that a regency will be
created with Marshall Serrano at its
head. Trouble has arisen 'with the
volunteers for Cuba in consequence of
non-payment of their bounties.
