GENERAL MILES GETS AWAY.
Washington, July 22.—On leaving the 

White House, just before midnight 
yesterday, Secretary Alger said that 
General Miles and the first contingent 
of the Porta Rican expedition had left i 
Guantanamo at 3 o’clock in the af­
ternoon. The secretary also said that 
within six days General Miles would be 
reinforced in Porto Rico with troops 
to the number of between 13,000 and 
15,000. A telegram was sent to Gen. 
Shafter last evening directing him to 
send eighteen transports from Santiago 
to Fernandina immediately. These ves­
sels will carry troops to Porto Rico. The 
City of Washington has been ordered 
from New York to Newport News to 
carry troops to augment Gen. Miles' 
force.
