Gladstone had said that the liberal
government had intended to renew certein
salutary provisions, but the speaker was
unaware of the nature of these provisions,
because he had found no trace whatever of
sny bill baving been prepared by the
late government, (Cheers). The govern-
ment, the speaker continued, did not
propose to proceed with the crofters’ bill or
_other contentious bills, but it thought
~the medical relief disqualification bill
. ought to be dealt with soon, Porticns of
the criminal law amendment would also
become law this session if the house grant-
ed time for their discussion.

Mr, Gladstoné sapported the motion be-
cause he thought it was desirable to speed-
ily wind up the business of the session. In
regard to the foreign policy Mr. Glad-
stone said he believed it was the duty of
the late government to support the present
government in the prosecution of important
pational aims. The statement was in the
main correct that England had promised
the Zulfikar pass to the ameer.
