Trade With Britain.

The Department of Finance has issued 
trade bulletin No. 6 on trade with Great 
Britain, the subjects treated being hay and 
milk. With regard to hay it is pointed out 
that practically the whole of our export 
trade in hay is done with Great Britain and 
the United States, and that while up to the 
passage of the McKinley bill our trade with 
Great Britain was very limited.it is steadily 
and rapidly increasing. For the six 
years from 1885 to 1890 inclusive the an­
nual average export to Great Britain was 
$76,000. while in 1891 it rose to $150,291, 
in 1892 to $167,604, and for the six months 
ending Dec. 31 last it was $95,635.

With regard to condensed milk it is 
pointed out that Canada appears to possess 
exceptional advantages for engaging in this 
business, and tables are given showing the 
importa into Great Britain, which amount 
to over four million dollars annually; and a 
very useful letter from Prof. Robertson, 
Dairy. Commissioner, covering a report 
from Prof. Shutt on analyses made at the 
Experimental Farm of samples of condensed 
milk from Truro, N.S., Limerick, Ireland, 
and London, Eng.

McLean Sc Mitchell Forced to Assign—The 
Liabilities In the Neighborhood 

of Twenty Thousand Dollars.
The heaviest failure in the city retail dry­

goods trade that has occurred in several 
months was announced yesterday ^forenoon, 
when Messrs. McLean & Mitchell, carrying 
on business in drygoods and ,millinery under 
the name of the Golden Crown at 240 Yon go- 
street, assigned. A meeting of creditors was 
held in the morning at which the embar­
rassed firm made an offer of compromise at 
50 cents on the dollar. After considerable 
discussion the offer was rejected and a de­
mand of assignment was made.. The estate 
was then turned over to Henry Barber, the 
assignee.

The statement shows liabilities amounting 
to $19,700,and assets to the amount of $23.000. 
Several of the creditors, who are principally 
local drygoods and millinery houses, are in 
favor of permitting a compromise.

The firm of McLean & Mitchell has been 
carrying on business since 1889, but previous 
to that time Mr. McLean was in^bnsiness for 
himself. In 1883 ho was employed by one of 
the leading wholesale houses here. He sever­
ed his connection with the house and em­
barked in business oil a small capita L In 
1889he was joined by Mr. J. A. Mitchell of 
Deseronto, who put in $1000. At that time 
a surplus of $5000 was claimed. They have 
continued in business sinpe, meeting their 
engagements and paying their bills with 
promptitude. The competition in the vicinity 
of their place of business, however, made it 
difficult for a firm without ample capital to 
hold their ground among powerful com­
petitors.

One of the Largest Mortgages Ever Regis­
tered In Toronto—Bonding the 

Street Railway Company.
The registration of a first mortgage to the 

amount of $4,550,000. given by the Toronto 
Street Railway Co. to Messrs. George A. Cox 
and R. R. Angus, was one of the matters 
financial men had to talk about yesterday. 
Some Adelaide-st real estate men wanted to 
know who these men were that were ad­
vancing four and a half millions on a single 
mortgage, and were informed that they were 
two gentlemen who had ’a “corner” in the 
gold market.

The facts, as The World learned, are not 
quite what the registry office information 
would lead one to suppose. The Street Rail­
way Co. some months ago negotiated the 
sale of about $2,000.000 worth of bonds to 
the Canada Life Assurance Co., the Bank of 
Commerce and the Central Canada Loan 
and Savings Co. By agreement with the 
purchasers the Street Railway Co. are at 
liberty to issue first mortgage bonds up to 
the amount of $4,559,000 to cover cost of 
conversion and construction of new lines 
during the 30 years the company are to con­
trol Toronto street railway traffic. The 
mortgage is given to Messrs. George A. Cox 
and R. B. Angus* who are acting ns trus­
tees, as security for the bonds issued up to 
date and for all future issues up to the 
amount already stated.

Draggod by a Repo to the Scene of Hie 
Pelted, Beaten, Tied to a Stake,

And the Dominion Government, There­
fore, Hae Not Communicated With 
the Imperial Government ae Yet in 
the Matter—Cartwright Enquires If 
the Government Has a New Policy.

' Ottawa, Feb. 1.—On motion to go into 
Committee of Supply to-night Mr. Maclean 
asked the Government if thov were pressing 
on the Imperial authorities the vital interest 
Canada has in the maintenance of the poli- 

» tical i dependence of the Sandwich Islands, 
now ii state of revolution—islands well 
situated' as to the trade of America, China

\n. Mr.. Foster promised an answer 
wh - the First Minister took bis seat later.

Just before adjournment Mr. Maclean 
repeated his question, and Sir John Thomp­
son said in reply:

“A communication has been had with 
Her Majesty’s Government in recent years 
with regard to the importance of the 
Hawaiian Islands as a possible station in 
connection with telegraph communication 
with them aad Canadian interests, which 
are involved in the independence of that 
eountry.

“As regards the recent movement no com­
munication has passed between the Cana­
dian Government and Her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment, partly on account of Her 
Majesty’s Government being well aware of 
the interests involved, and partly because, 
as we have reason to believe, 
Her Majesty’s Government was fully alive 
to the importance of them as regards Cana­
dian interests and other interests of the 
Empire in these Island*”

That perennial friend of the Opposi­
tion, the binder twine question, has 
made its appearance considerably earlier 
than usual this year and occupied 
the attention ot the House all the afternoon 
Bp to recess, when it went over under the 
rules and will not come up again until it 
is once more reached in its regular order.

The discussion arose over Mr. M uloek’s 
motion, made tor the third or fourth time, 
that binder twine be placed on the 
tree list, and the debate was continued by 
Messrs. Mulock, Semple, Davin, McMillan 
(Huron) and McMulleq, all of whom 
tttacked the duty and held that the duty 
lhould be taken off binder twine as an offset - 
to the combination formed in that article.

Mr. Davin, while upholding the general 
principles of the National Policy, held that 
when the National Policy was used for the 
purpose of forming unjust combinations it 
was the duty of toe Government to inter­
vene.

Tortured and Cremated—The Whole 
Country-Side Helped to Punish Himi is
for Hie Horrible Deed.9 I Athens, Feb. 1.—The Island of Zante 

was shaken by another earthquake at 2 
o’clock this morning. A hundred houses 
are reported to have been wrecked in t he 
city of Zante. Thousands are leaving the 
city to sleep in the fields. Many have been 
killed and injured.

On other parts of the island the shocks 
have not been less severe. Several villages 
have been entirely destroyed. Many of 
their inhabitants have been killed and the 
rest are sleeping in the fields.

An enormous tidal wave swept up from 
the harbor this morning, smashing the 
small craft against the.sea" wall and sending 
the water two feet deep along the street 
and harbor front.

The shock at 2. o’clock was felt at 
Cephalonea, and several shocks have been 
felt since.

Pabis, Tex., Feb. 1.—Henry Smith, the 
negro who murdered the 4-yesr-old daugh­
ter of Henry Vance, hie been caught near 
Clow, on the Louisiana and Arkansas Rail­
road. He was pursued by a mob of indig­
nant citizeua.

Hundreds of people dame to the city to 
await the arrival of the guard having the 
negro in custody, and at noon to-day, when 
the Texas and Pacific train from 
the north arrived ,it is estimated that the 
crowd surrounding the depot numbered 
nearly 20,000 people. When the train ar­
rived a rush was made tor the coach in 
which the negro was confined.

The deputy sheriffs and the guard of Paris 
citizens who accompanied the negro from 
Texarkana drew their revolvers and at­
tempted to prevent the mob from taking 
the prisoner.

The guard wae quickly overpowered 
and a rope was thrown about Smith’s neck. 
He was dragged from the train and hur­
ried to the scene of his crime.

All along the route he was 
missiles, struck by fists an 
maltreated. He was tied to a stake 
and after being subjected to every conceiv­
able torture he was cremated amid the 
howling of the mob.

All citizens of the town and surrounding 
country, irrespective of class or color took 
part in the lynching.
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t it raton.

FIRES IN HAMILTON.

An Explosion of Coal Gas Wrecks the In­
terior of » Store.

Hamilton, Feb. 1.—About 4 o’clock this 
morning a disastrous fire broke out in the 
premises, No. 56 J noies street north, occu­
pied by Messrs. E. 8. Nolan & Co., mer­
chant tailors. The fire was discovered 
through the noise caused by an explosion 
of coal gas, which wrecked the interior of 
the store, breaking show cases and mirrors 
and otherwise damaging the fittings.

The blaze was a fierce one and consumed 
large quantities of cloth and men’s furnish­
ings, with which the counters and shelves 
were stocked.

The night clerk at the St. Nicholas Hotel 
gave the alarm, but owing to an alarm be­
ing received at the Central station for a 
burning street car the department went 
away up to Herkimer-street instead of to 
Nolan’s place.

Mr. Nolan’s family occupied apartments 
above the store, and were not aware of the 
fire until all escape to the street was cat 
off, and scantily clothed they were com­
pelled to seek refuge in the adjoining flat, 
which they reached through a long-disused 
door in the wall separating the two flats.

The Victoria-avenue Hose Company ar­
rived shortly after the alarm, and the quick 
work of the firemen nndoubtedly saved the 
building from serious damage. The loss on 
the stock Mr. Nolan estimates at $3000, 
partly covered by $2000 insurance.

Simultaneously with the discovery of this 
fire the motor boxes of a trolley car at the 
corner of James and Herkimer-streets be­
came ignited, and it looked for a few 
minutes as though the whole car would be 
consumed. The fire department was sum­
moned, however, and it was not long be­
fore the blaze was extinguished, with no 
greater damage than the wrecking of both 
motors.

Eating Military Bread.
JIarseilles, Feb. 1.—-In consequence of 

a strike smong the journeymen bakers of 
this city the military bakers are supplying 
the public with bread. A violent mob of 
strikers and their sympathizers to-day 
threatened to attack the military depots at 
which the bread is baked, while another 
mob attempted to plunder the bread carts.' 
Troops were called out and dispersed the 
crowds.

An Awful Torture.
Words to describe the awful torture In­

flicted upon Smith cannot be found, 
negro for a long time after starting on the 
journey to Paria did not realize his nlight. 
At last, when he was told he mask aie the 
most awful death by slow torture that hu­
man mind could conceive, he begged for 
protection.

He was willing to be shot and begged 
Marshal Shanklin to do it. But he was 
told he would be burned to death. His 
agony was awful. He pleaded and writhed 
in bodily and mental pain in anticipation.

Scarcely had the train reached Paris 
when his torture commenced. Hie clothes 
were torn off piecemeal and scattered in the 
crowd, people catching the shreds and put­
ting them away as mementos.

The child’s father, her brother and two 
ancles then gathered about the negro as he 
lay fastened to the torture platform and 
thrust hot irons into his quivering flesh.

Every groan from the fiend, every con­
tortion of his body was cheered by the 
thickly packed crowd of 10,000 people. 
The mass of beings was 600 yards in dia­
meter, the scaffold being the centre.

Eyes Homed Out.
Before burning the feet and legs the hot 

irons, plenty of fresh ones being at hand, 
were rolled up and down Smith’s stomach, 
back and arms. Then the eyes were burned 
out and irons were thrust down his throat. 
The men of the Vance family hav­
ing wreaked vengeance the crowd,; plLjad 
all kinds of combustible staff around the 
scaffold, poured oil on it and set it on tire. 
The negro rolled and wriggled and tossed 
out of the mass only to be pushed back by 
the people nearest him. He tossed oat 
again and was roped and pulled back/

Hundreds of people turned away, but the 
vast crowd still looked calmly on. People 
were there from every part of this section. 
News of the burning was sent to every 
town, and anvils boomed forth the an­
nouncement.

COLDEST BUT ONE IN A CENTURY.

January Was a Record Breaker For Cold 
Weather.

The past month was the coldest January 
as far as the record shows with the single ex­
ception of 1857, when the average only 
reached 12°.8, or about 2o colder. -Jan., 
1888, was nearly as cold as the past month, 
its average being 15 °. The lowest point 
reached by the thermometer in the cold spell 
on the 11th, 17°.8 below zero, has been sur­
passed four times in the half century: 1840— 
180.6,1857—200.1, 1859—260.5 and 1873— 
18°.4.

The average of the coldest day—7°.9— 
has only been exceeded three times during 
the same period: 1853 on the 23rd—143 .4 
1866 on the 7th—9 o .5 and in 1882 on the 23rd 
—10°.2. During the past month the mini­
mum thermometer has registered tempera­
tures below zero on 8 days, 03' to 5° on 8 
days and from 5° to 10 ° on 7 days,
