Mr. O'Donoghue said they were instructed
to press upon the Government the advisa-
bility, as well as justice,of granting this city
representation in same proportion to the
representation ailowed much smaller con-
stituencies. Ha. believed - that 20,000
persons per mewmber was the unit. Toronto
had at least 100,000 inhabitants and was
entitled accordingly to eight members.

Mr. Hardy: Twenty-three thousand is the
unit now,

Mr, O’'Donoghue: We do ot see why we
should only have three members.

Mr, Hardy: Other constituencies were
smaller originally and we simply bave
not taken away' their ° representation
from them. But then Toronto has a very
great influence throughout the country—
much larger than upny rural constituency,

Mr. Jury supported ths application with
the remark that they wished to apply to this
city one of the original principles of the
Reform party, representation by population.
What was true before Confederation was
still true.

Mr. Jury contended that it was a good
Liberal and democratic principle that all
votes should have equal voting power.
‘Whether in Toronto, in Norfolk or in Front-
enac the voter should have the same power
with his vote. ‘He bad been present in the
House and before committees and he failed
10 see where Toronto’s influence now prepon-
derated. This influence seemed to him very
small indeed compared with Toronto’s great
population and intelligence. ;

They also wanted the cumulative vote. In
1880, when they last ran labor candidates,
bis friend March was rejected with 4055
votes, while Dr. McMabon was elected with
1400, Awrey with 1476, Gilmore with 1589,
McAndrew with 1050 and Brouson with 1815.
Without political representation they could
not bave political equality.

Sir Oliver: The resolution passed last
year respecting increased representation,
Toronto is rather inconsistent with giving
you the cumulative vote,

Mr. Jury: You had better be right than
consistent, you know. [Laughter.]

Sir Oliver: We are preparing to treat this
whole subject 1n the shape of a bill. What
its terms will be I cannot say now, but ina
few days you Will know the result of our
deliberations abont it.

BIG RETAIL GROCERY FAILURE.

The W. M, Milligan Co. Askign With Lia-
bilities of $50,000--Wholesalers
Who Are Losers,

The assignments of William M, Milligan
and the W, M. Milligan Co. (Ltd.), grocers,
yesterday afternoon to Mr. E. R. C. Clark~
son, were not unexpebted, reports having
been current in business circles for several
that they were in financial
difficulties. Less thana year ago the com-
pany was organized with an authorized
capital of 875,000, end Mr. Milligan, who
first started business here in 1870, took about
$32000 of (he stock of the mnew
company. The other shareholders are
Catharine Milligan, Minnie’ Sheey, Jobo
Burns and Charles D, McDonald.

Mr. Milligan was successful in business for
a number of years, and with characteristic
energy and perseverance established a num-
ber of branch bouses, Somse of these he sold
out to good advantage, but aboiit a year ago
he had five on his hands, and through ex-
cessive completition and general dulness in
trade he became involv The limited
company was then organi in the bope
that tresh money might be secured to place
the business on a better basis. But the load
was too heavy, and the result is as stated.

The chief creditor is the wholesale firm of
Eby, Blain & Co., but their account was
liquidated to * a  coosiderable ox-
tent by the taking over of the
Yonge-street  storess of the Milli-
gan Co, within a few weeks, It isesti-
mated, however, that Eby, Blain & Co. are
in for about $20,000, The pext largest credi-
tors are Davidson & Hay, about $10,000;
Gunn & Flavelle, $4000; Christie, Brown &
Co., $1100; James Baillie, $1000, and Royal
Dominion Flour Mills, $600, There are sey-
erai others about $1000 and a number of
smaller ones.

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CHURCH TREASURER SANDBAGGED.

Darving Assault by a Highwayman in
Graoge-road—He Misses His Booty
and a Bullet,

TOMLIN SHOOTS  HIMSELF

AND LIES AT THE POINT OF DEATH
IN OSHAWA.

At An Early Hour This Morniog He
Aimed a Bullet at liis Heart in the
Prosence of the Oshawa OChief of
Police—The Wound Will Probably Be
Fatal

OsHAWA, March ,—Thomas Tomlin of
Toronto, shot himself in the streets of
Oshawa at 12,20 this morning.

William - Halnan, chief constable of
Oshawa, was going his last rounds gathering
in the wa ndercrs for the night., A stranger
caught his eye standing on the corner of
King . and Simcoe-strests, =~ Upon ap-
proaching within a few feet of
bim a flerce alarm  from a revolver
struck terror into his sturdy frame, which
for a moment caused him to imagine thats
shot had been sent through his own body,but
in an instant the stranger fell prostrate at
his feet, and told bim that a suicide bad been
committed.

“What have you done?’ said William.

“I have shot myself, gd for a doctor.”

The constable turned down bis coat and
noticed the clothing on fire g few inches be-
low the heart. He then &ckod» up the re-
volver and summoned Dr, Kaiser. Upon the
arrival of the doctor the man was turned
over and the absence of the right arm at-
wracted the attention of those around.

His name was then asked, upon which he

swered, “Thomas Tomlin.” At once the

unt of the rumor in yesterday’s
World was recalled and the man was
Jocated, He was then carried by
tho gentlemon named to the Queen’s
Hotel, whero be is now being cared for, The
bullet entered the left side an inch and & balf
below the apex of the heart, wounding the
lung considerably. His condition is very
eritical and the probability of his recovery
is very problematic,

HE TOOK A KEVOLVER WiTH BHIM.

The Letter He Lett Behind Gave Beasons
For His Intentions,

Tomlin is the missing bootmaker of 573
Delaware-avenue. His wife states that he
said nothing in his letter as to the manoer
in which he intended to commit suicide,
but it contained a great deal as to his rea-
sons for doing so, The letter ran as lolﬂ

ows:

My Dear Wire,~Sarrounding circum-
stances have so involved me that I cannot
see any way out of them, and I think you
could got along better without me, Give
my body to the medical students for ex-
amination and then do what you like with
it. I remain your loving busband, until
death, Tuomas TomLIx.

Added to this was a postscript written in
ink which referred to his wife and some
other lady friend, which out of respect for
them is withheld from publication.

"The first part had been written in pencil
and the postscript in ink.

Tomlin took away with him from the
house his revolver and three cartridges.
During the past week he has hinted to
several of his neighbors that he was going
to do away with himself, but they paid no
attention g, it. 3
