Bishop Fallon Officiates At Im-
pressive Ceremony Which Is
Attended By Roman Catholic
Clergy and Church Members
From All Parts of London

Diocese

Fully 7,000 people, including about
100 diocesan clergy, assembled at Sun-
shine Park, North London, yesterday
afternoon to witness the ceremony
which marked the dedication and lay-

ing of the corner stone .of -the new St
Peter’s seminary and college by Bishop
Fallon. The ceremony, impressive in
the extreme, marked one of the great-
ast achievements in the work of the
Roman Catholic church of the London
diocese, and, in the words of Bishop
Fallon, marked ‘Sunday, May 31, as
being one of the greatest days in ‘the
history of the diocese.

Not only did the day mark an impeor-
tant step in tne construction of the
half million dollar building, but it will
also live long in the memory of the
Roman Catholics of the dilocese in view
of the fact that on it three young men
were ordained into the priesthood and
the administration of the sacrament of
confirmation to a class of 140 children
and 20 adults. These latter- services
were conducted at St. Peter’s Cathedral
in the morning and evening, respec-
tively. -

The dedication ceremony was pre-
ceeded by a signal honor hestowed
upon Bishop Fallon bv the Catnolic Boy
Scouts. On behalf of the Scouts. num-
bering over 400. Frank lrwin. of To-
ronto. representative of the Scout coun-
cil. conferred the ‘‘Thanks Badge’’ upon
his lordship.

Following this the Scouts acted as a
Lhody guard for the clerical procession
and lined ‘the Toute leading from the ent
trance of the park to tae college.

STORY OF CHURCH

* I will give you pastors to my own
heart and they will teach you knowl-
edge and doctrine’ These words in-
scribed in Latin upon the corner stone
tell the story of the Catholic church.”

Britain will go down to her first de-
feat defending Jerusalem and the Suez
from the onslaught of a Northern
Europe confederacy just before the’
second coming of the Christ, according
to G. Phillips, in speaking at the Sun-
day evening Christadelphian meeting in
the Pythian Hall.

Tn his address picturing the destruc-
tion of the British Empire, as fore-
told by the prophecy of Daniel, M

Phillips declared that Britain, as the
“mistress of the seas’ in succession to
Tyre, Venice and Holland, would never
suffer defeat until the last days. Then
in the greatest battle of all the history
of the earth, she would fall back be-
fcre the confederate armies of Russia,
France, Germany and Italy, in the de-
fense of the Holy Land. Scarcely
would the victors reach Palestine in a
momentary triumph when the second
appearance of Christ would renew the
struggle, ending only in a world wide
nation, which, under his rule, will last
1,000 years.

That the nation which shall rally to
the side of the kingdom will be Great
Britain is proven by a host of details
in Old Testament prophecy. The na-
tion which shall rush to the aid of
tha chosen race is every time portrayed
as the nation whose merchant shins
shall reach to every quarter of the
globe: she shall be the nation which, of
all nations, gave protection and
domicile to the Jews and she shall be
the nation with which the nations of
the East, India and Arabia. shall be
‘in"alliance. As Solomon, in whose reign
th2 glory of Israel was at its zenith,
formed an alliance with Hiram, of Tyre,
the master of many ships, so In the
latter days the new Jerusalem will
ally herself with the modern ruler of
the waves. When  Christ shall have
ecome this nation will- be the first to
offer her allegiance to the Ruler of
the Kingdom which shall cover the
whole earth.
