EUROPEAN AFFAIRS.

The aspects of affairs in Europe are 
any thing but assuring of permanent 
peace. Ominous shadows, oast before, 
are indicative of troublous events. 
Thoughtful statesmen, of far reaching 
vision, are looking to the future with 
profound solicitude and grave appre­
hensions. The traditional policy of 
Russia and its present attitude are 
such that no well-informed mind can 
doubt that the Court of St. Petersburg 
meditates a resort to hostilities to as­
sert her military supremacy and effect 
the extension of empire. A lust of 
conquest and a desire to gain territori 
al enlargement, animates whatever 
Czar may occupy the Russian throne. 
This restless ambition—this chronic 
desire for a controlling influence in 
both Europe and Asia — cannot be 
concealed. The insincerity of Russia’s 
diplomatic arrangements with other 
nations is such that little confidence 
can be placed in any compact or treaty 
into which the Autocrat may enter 
with other nationalities.

Although Russia has the most power­
ful army, numerically considered, of 
any nation or empire in the world ; yet 
even now the Czar is increasing his 
military forces largely and rapidly, It 
is known that Russia is not on the best 
of terms with Germany ; and Bismarck 
has entered into a defensive alliance 
with Austria, that the two great Teu 
tonic powers may be prepared for the 
worst. These two are confronting 
Russia with an increase in their armed 
forces.

Owing to intrigues and jealousies on 
the part of Russia, arising out of Af­
ghanistan relations, there is a lack of 
hearty cordiality between the Courts 
of St. James and St. Petersburg.

Such indeed is the posture abd un 
settled condition of European affairs 
that peace may be broken at any hour, 
and the continent thrown into a tierce 
and devastating war. May Providence 
avert a calamity which can scarcely be 
too much dreaded.
