Bscaping from Siberia:
Lo
PTHE PERILS AND PRIVATIONS OF A NIHILIST
BEEKING LIBERTY.

In the July number of an English
publication, ¢ Our Corner,’ Miss Hypa-
tia Bradlaugh, daughter of the redoubt
able M. P., for Northampton, contri
putes an agoount given her by Alexan-
der Kourbanoff, a Siberian exile, of bis
evcape from the fangs of the Russian
gaolers, and his walk tbrough Europe,
until he reached England. Here is a
description of some of the hardships he
encountered during his long and tedi
ous journey : — For eight days I was
without other food than grass, herbs
and wild fruit, 1 walked generally by
night.and slept in the trees during the
day. I chose the trees for my resting
place, because there I felt more seoure
from the attacks of bears, of which
there were a great number “in the for-
ests. But I am not going to abuse the
Lear, for although I bardly dared to
sleep for fear of him, yet 1 found hima
useful animal; more than once he pro-
vided me with a meal. I would track
the bear into the thickest part of the
wood, for | was not long in becoming
familiar with the habits and oustoms
of this lord of the forest. 1 found that
when a bear had éaptured his prey, he
would drag it round and round, clears
ing the ground allabout; then baving
satisfied his hunger, he would bury the
earcase of his partially devoured victim
in the centre of his charmed cirole,
thus meking provision for a “rainy
day.”” Alas poor bear | how perplexed
he muss have felt when he came back
for another choice morsel to find his
prey gone, and he in turn had been
preyed upon. However, [ never stay-
ed there to observe the bear’s emotions.
When the bear had retired I carefully
unburied what he had so carefully buri-
ed and was only too glad to get to a safe
place with my booty, so that I might
share the bear's meal.

ueathed a priceless legacy to woman~
kind when sho recommended to their
use the rain-water bath. The notorions
Ninon de I'Enclos also adds her testi
mony as to the benefit to ‘be derived
from its use. Madame Recamier,whose
reputation was gained quite as much
by her béauty ds brains, wae educated
from her youth up to make use of avery
device which would in any way add to
her attractiveness.

The first requmsite towards beauty is
a good complexion; no woman ean be
positively ugly who has & olear, fresh
complexion. No matter how irregular
the features; a fine, olear.grained skin
outshines them all, and is suggestive of

urity of mind and excellenee of body.
I'o guin this desirable attraction one
must eat good nourishing food, digest
it well, have good circalation, take plen-
ty of fresh air and exercise, and be not
to economical in the use of good soap
and pure water. If these directions
were followed by womankind generally
regulated of course by individual tem
perament, occupation and physical con-
dition, there would be little call for the
paints, powders and cosmetios - with
which the country is flooded.

The ignorant womsn with & dark,
muddy complexion, seeks to hide the
ugliness ot it by literally whitewashing
berself with a liquid compound, rank
and poisonous, which neither ocovers
nor diminishes the defect. The condi.
tion of the entire body must be attend-
ed to—through the advice of some hon-
est physician who will teach her the
laws of the goddess Pygeia—before the
blemish will in any degree be removed.

Each woman must be a law unto her-
self as to the number and temperature
of the baths. For those who kave vi-
tality enough, the cold sponge bath in
the morning is a delightful tonic. De-
licate women will find that beginning
them in the summer, they will be able
to continue them during the entire year
without shock to the system which
must always be avoided. The hot bath
at night quiets the nerves, refreshes the
body and induces sleep.

‘The Court beauties of King George's
tim + were more logical than they knew,
wuen they refused to wash sheir faces,
for fear their complexions would be
spoiled. In their case the dreaded dis
aster would have happened, since they
neither washed their bodies mnor their
linen. Had they opened the pores of
their faces, thereby making an outlet
for the impurities of the body, they
would have been one mass of festering
sores, disgusting to look upon. If, in
spite of these general directions, the
complexion should not arrive at the
desired degree of brillianoy, there are
various barmless devices which may be
resorted to, to aid and succor nature,
To soften and whiten the skin, there is
nothing more beneficial than oatmenl,
taken internally and used externally.
As | have no wish to encroach upon
the house~wife’s domain, I'll simply
give directions for its external use.
After a warm bath, it may be used dry,
or pour boiling water over a few spoon-
fuls of it, and let it stand a few bours.
On going to bed, wash the hands and
face freely in the starchy water, and
dry without wiping, Bran and Indian
meal may be used instead, with nearly
the same effect. For the full bath, put
the bran or oatmeal into small bags,
otherwise the ditficulty of removing the
particies which adbere to the ekin is
considerable. y

Instead of the poultices of bread and
ssses' milk which the Roman ladies
found so efficacious for softening and
whitening the face, we may use a mask
of quilted cotton or chamois skin, wet
in cold distilled water. This will not
be the most comfortable in the worid,
but no great excelleace is ever attained
without labor and care. Many ladies
whose complexions are the envy of all
their acquaintances, acknowleege that
they owe it all todistilled water, which
they use for their face and hands.
Queen Victoria is to be eavied for one
thing, if nothing else, for she has the
delightful comfort and luxury of hav-
ing distilled water for all her baths.

Ladies with oily or greasy skins may
use, sparingly, » few drops of camphor
in the bath, Borax amd glycerine com-
bined, are used with good effect by
some people, while thorougbly disa:
greeing with others. Glycerine alone
softens and heals but in time will dark-
en the skin and make i over sensitive,
the borax obviates this and has a tend-
ency to whiten, Notoiles table is com-
plete without a bottle of ammonis. A
few drops of this in the bath cleanses
the skin and stimulates 1t wonderfully.
It is especially valuablé in removing the
odor from those who perspire freely.
To remove tan and sunburn, cold
cream, mutton tallow and lemon juice
may be used ; for freckles, apply the
latter with a tiny camel’s hair brusn.
The country girl, deprived of many
things which her ocity cousin finds ins
diepensable, discovers that she can re.
move the tan from ber face with a wash
mede of green oucumbers sliced into
skim-milk, or, failing in this,she makes
a decoction of buttermilk and  tansy.

A well known writer on feminine
beauty, recommends the use of finely
ground French charcoal for the complex-
jon. A teaspoonful of this, well mixed
with water or honey, should be taken
for three successive nights, followed by
a simple purgative to remove it from
the system. The aperient must not be
omitted, or the charcoal will remain in
the system, a mass of festering poison,
with all the impurities it absorbe,
None of these things will bring about
the desired result unless the foundation
is tirst laid by proper food, exercise and
bathing; above all things do not ne»
gleat the bath, Cleanliness is one of
the cardinal virtues,and a woman fresh
from the bath feels a good deal like an
angel.

At Yeneseisk I fell in with a man
who, too, was making his way into Eu-
rope. We asked each other no awk-
ward questions, We accepted it quite
as a matter of course that people should
take alittle walk of a few thousand
miles across Siberia, and weré glad -of
each other's company. From Yenese

~isk we went to Berilous, a village on
the Chelim. Our way bad laid through
wild forests, and we were constantly
pursued by wolves. It was only by
%eeping perpetual watch, and at night,
‘blazing fires, that we managed to es-
cape an attack. They circled round us
in buge packs, and had we once been
short of the means of making a fire, we
mitist bave fallen an easy prey to the
cowardly brutes, who, in the security
of their countless numbers, were eter-
nally wajching us with their greedy
eyes. From l'omsk, we traversed the
Steppe of Barabinsk, making our way
southwest, over Kainsk to Omsk, and
before I got to the latter town I lost
my companion. He preferred to try to
minke hie way over the Urals, back into
Russia, rather than to attempt tbe cir-
cuitous route that I bad planned for
/getting back into Europe, by leaving
_Russian territory as soon as possible,
and ever after avoiding it. In pursu-
ance of this plan, 1 walked on for a
_month or more, until I came to Simpo-
latiosk, and then southwest through
Tartary, leaving the Aral Sea on my
right, and then throughBokharanorth
west to Kbiva, 7This took me more
dhan four months to accomplish, and
was accompanied by almost insur-
mountable difficulties, Not the Jleast
of my trouble wus, that I was now ut-
terly without clothes. Those that I
had at starting had worn away and had
dropped off me, bit by bit. 1 was often
entirely without, and alv'uyn short of
food, and, of course, | was always expos-
ed to the weather both by day and by
night. If I bad left bears and wolves
behind me in the colder regions, here
1 was tormented on every side by hy-
gnas and serpents. Once or twice |
bad the good fortune of meeting a cara-
van; they gave me food and milk.
¥rom Khiva | went to within a few
miles of Kranovodek, on the Caspian
Sea. There was a steamboat service
from Kranovodsk across the Caspian,
but ] could not avail myself of it, be-
cuuse the landing place on the other
side was on Russian territory, So I
thought I would make my way on foot
roun-l the Caspian, and with that idea
walked on through Artrabad, to Teher-
an. A few miles irom Teheran 1 mt
with some Europeans for theé first time
since I left the Amga. (How long it
seemed 1) They were Englishmen, men
employed ata Reuter's telegiaph sta-
100, on the line connecting Teheran
eand Caloutta. When these men saw
me they were alarmed. They took me
for a wild beast; and indeed, I must
have looked more like a wild animal
thun a buman being. I bad been so
long exposed to all weathers without
elothing that my body had become cov-
ered with a growth of bair like an ani-
mel, and a starved animal too. I had
become covered with dirt and vermin.
When these Englishmen found that be-
nenth this mask, there was really a nak-
ed, footsore, starving man, they took
me wflh them, bathed me, shaved me,
clothed and fed me. I shall never for-
get these men, or what they did for me
nor shall | soon forget my own sensa.
tions. My skin clean, my stomach full,
my body clothed, | no longer felt a des-
olate, destitute, despairing outcast, bat
once again | felt full of determination.
