109. EARLY ENGLISH CATECHISMS. - In your
October issue, yea had a very interesting article by Mr.
Gagnon, on the Catéchisme (le Sens, which he claims to be
the first book issued by the Canadian Press. Will you be
good enough to allow me to enquire through your columns
whether it is known when the first Catechisn for English
speaking Catholics was published in Quebec, and if any
copies are in existence. I have a little volume 3 x 5 inches
in size containing a prayer book and Catechism co'mbined
and published in Quebec by Wm. Brown in 1778. The
prayer book contains 60 pages and the Catechism 75 pages,
and they were evidently printed and published at the same
time.

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ORIGIN OF THE WORD MONONGAH2LA.-(83,
vol. III, pp. 63 and 273.).-A Shawnee Indian from the
Indian Territory lately informed me that the name of this
river has its origin in the Algonkin dialect of the Delaware
or Lenni-Lenape, but cannot be explained through the
Shawnee. In Delaware it is pronounced Menangehéli, and
means " caving iii." But the tribal name of the Munsees or
Numcies, a portion of the Delawares, cau be interpreted by
means of the Shawnee language. In Shawnee a Munsee
Indian is Humenthi, the Munsee people Humenthige, hu
being a predication prefix ; menthi is the Shawnee inenethi,
m'nethi, island, and hence this name signifies, " those living
on an island," or " the people living near the island."
