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success which has cheered your missionaries
amid their arduous labowrs, and appears to
knit themn the closer to their much-loved
work, even though the body beenfecbled by
their abundant toils.  Bat your cotmwittee
need not remind the Assembly that it is by
means of yowr great Institutions in India
that the deepest bmpressions have been
made by the ageney of vour labourers m the
Enst.

‘The labourers here are,~Rev. Ebenczer
Miller and Mr. W. C. I'vfe, aided by the
native preacher,Rev. Prasanna Kumar Chat-
turjya, and vavious other teachers and pun-
dits. The namber of pupils on the roll at
the close of the late sessiofi was 727, divid-
ed into 14 classes. Mr. Miller indinates,
that **bhetween 6U0 and 700 of the pupils
were present as the examination, und some
hundreds of others to witness the proceed-
wgs”.  Among those present were several
of the Professors of the Hooghly College,
and the Chairman, Robert B. Chapman,
Esq., the acting magistrate for the Hooghly
district, at once = entered wost heartily into
the business of the day, and seemed parti-
enlarly pleased with the jwogress of the
young men”.  Rewards were Jiaribated to
the deserving, as usual; minong others, a
gold medal, given by Macleow Wylie, Esq.,
of Caleutta. o tried and ardent friend of
vonr mmssions, and everything bearing on
the welfure of Indsa.  “Though your commit-
tee cannot here dilate. yet the accounts of
this examination, transmitted both by Mr.
Miller and Mr. Fyfe, are such as to show
that a great work is going ou at Chinsurah,
hearing on the future welfure of India.

3. BANSBARIA.

This Inctitution occupies the posiion
once held by the modern Vedantists, and is
thos an index of the approachiog winmph
of truth. or an example otits actual success.
For move than four years your missionaries
have carried on the Iustitution there upon
yrinciples precisely similar w0 those of the
Central Institution at Caleutta, and it con-
tinues to prosper.  The commmtice carnest-
ly invite the attention of the Assembly to
the fact, that the Bansbharia seminary is now
earrien on solely by nativeagents. ‘I’he Rev
Jagadiswar Bhattacharjya, ong of your na-
tive preachers, is at the head of it, and both
from personal communications from that
preacher and other sources, your committee
have reason to rejoice in the grace of God
given unto him, and the success vouchsafed
to bis Iahours.  Your next station is,

4. CULNA.

And this also continues to flourish. It is
catirely condacted by nalive agems. For
nearly two years it was under the able man-
azement of the Rev. Lal Bihari De, one of
the native preachers.  When he was remov-
ed to Calenttys, the Calna school was entrust-
e 1o the catechists, Gura Das Maitra and
Dinanath Adhyr, assisted by Kali Das
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Chakrabavtti, & native chwistiae seacher. a-
long with scveral othes.

The sceond mission conneeted with the
Yree Churclin India, in the sonth, is at

MADKAS,

and in commencing their report upon this
deparrment. the committee feet calied 1o ve-
fur to the great luss which the chureh and
the misston have sustauned in the death of
the Rev. Robert Johnston, its second missi-
onary, which took place at Edinbursh on
the 22nd of February last.  For nearly fit-
teen years (since 1838) he had been a missi-
onary to the heathen, and of your devoted
baud of labourers in the I3ast none more in-
stant in prayer, or wore abundant in lubours
than Mr. Jolmsion,  1v was his lot, along
with his surviving colleagues, Mr. Ander-
son and Mr. Braidwoud. to lay the founda-
tion of your Southern Mission  ‘Lhey have
duye decp and aid it well, aid the beauty off
the fabric attests the blessing which has
crowned their ciorts.

But before Mr. Johuston’s departure he
wias privileged to know of o new labour-
ers seut out 1o Madras 1o assist the brethren
there wnd their manifold labours. Qwing
to Mr. Juhnston's and Mr. Brafdwood’s ab-
senee from Ludm, Mr. Anderson, the senioy
wissivnary, was the only ordained Europe-
an at your station at Madras; and thongh
robly seconded by the three ordained native
missionaries, Rev. P Rajuhgopaal, Rev. A.
Venkataramiah, and Rev. 8. Luirajooloo,
yet other labourers were requiréd; and
Messs. Blyth and Camphell, afier being or-
dained by the Preshytery of Edinburgh in
the wonth of July last. proceeded to Madras. *
‘Ihey have throwa themselves with admira-
ble 7eal and curndstuess into the work., Is-
very letter recerved from them inclicates at
ouce their rightappreciation of the nussion’s
strength—tlicir ardent desire to see it strong-
er still, and their zealous endeavors to pro-
mote that end.  The only regretof the com-
mittee is, that a thivd labourer has not yet
been found to procced to the East; but the
committee, cncouraged by a donation of
L 500 from 2 gentleman for thst purpose,
are correspondmg with a preacher of the
charch upon the subjecs.

The heart of your devoted labourer, Rev
James Matehiell, at this station, has been
cheered during the past year by the arrival
of his son, on the 26th January last, Rev W.
Kinosird Mitchell, as his colleague. He
had long and anxiousty pled for such.as-
sistance, and the committee earncstly truat
that the combimed labours of the father and
the sonmay be blessed as the meaus of shed-
ding light apon thousands now im darkness.

Mr. Mitehell during the past ysar hus
been, ss usual, abundant in Iabours. e has
preached the gospel whe€ver he had
strength, and could find an audienze. Wor-
ship has been corducted in Marathi-with the
