Radical news-
papors, always ready to denounce and fight
monke, highly pralse old San Francesco and
his new gon, Fra Ludovico. Itis a curious
spectacle to seo revolutionary Italy and Leo
XL at tho feet of the poor of Assisel praising
the saint pralsed by Dante, painted by Qima-
bue and Glotto, whose cord tled the waist of
Columbus and of many illustrious men, both
of ancient and modern times. And this is the
same Italy, only think of 1t, who the otber
day erected a monument to another monk,
rebelllous to the Pope and to the Church—
Andaldo da Brescia.
