The ennui and tiko viclons tendensics ture
to bo fostered by idleness and negligence cun
have no better untidete than fresh sir, health-
ful exercise, and planty of it.

If the sammer trip 1s of ehort duratioa the
boys are thrown back again cn the streete for
amusement and pastime, and not oun-
frequently get Into serious trouble both nt
home and abroad frem too great a locsening
of the bonda of discipline and bhaving alic-
gether too much of their own way.

young ones of the family on hix homeward
trip and to consent to let them over-run his
farm, his crops, his horses, and everything
that Is his,

But some day the farmer tires of all thig,
disoovers tkat it doesn’t pay, loads up again
and deposits his precious freight on the pater-
pal door-step, pocketa his own injured feel-
Ings and a goodly roll of bills, and departs to
be seen no more till summer holideys come
round agaiz,

Ag soon as he has departed, and while the
parenta are looking ruefully on thelr hopeful
offapring sc unceremoniounly returned upon
their hands, they find that the grand plan
tas not been ac very good after all,

Not only bas ault after sult of good clothes
been deatrryed beyond poseibility of repalr,
but conntenances have been coarsenesd, man-
neca groaaly neglected, and the rndeat idean of
stiquetto prevail at the dinner table,

1t is deplorable to see how easily, in the
case of children, the oareful training of years
in the amenities and decencies of life may be
lost by & few weeks aesoclatlon with people
to whom auch observances mean nothing but
the emptiest affectation.

IX THE OLDEN TIME AND NOW,

If the word of the school-boya and school-
glrla of other and earlier days be taken as to
the convenlences and advantages enjoyed in
the former times, their sncoessors in the
aohool-room bave much to be thankful for, in
better methods of teaching, better teachers,
better buildipgs and grounds, not to speak of
improved manitary arrangements; foritiaa
well-known fact that ‘’sanitation” wae to all
Int=nta nnd purposea a dead letter then.

It might serve an an eye-opener to some of
our yonng people now attending school if they
conld mse the aschool-housea of long ago, and
compare the lofty-celled and noble apartments
in which they receive instructlon with the
low, narrow and dark rooms in which those
who went before them were trained.

parents and teachers in their bobalf could
they but know by actual experience of the
methods purgned and axioms tanght and
