aspect of the Agency’s programme, but the Commissioner General could
only envisage a minimal further increase of vocational-training facilities in
1965 unless special contributions were made available for this purpose.
Canada, therefore, pledged and specifically allocated for vocational education
an additional $200,000 for 1965 over and above the level of contributions
in the preceding three years. This special extra contribution accords with
Canada’s traditional interest in and support for UNRWA’s training pro-
grammes. Canada’s total pledge for 1965, subject to Parliamentary approval,
is $1.2 millions — $500,000 in cash and $700,000 in wheat flour. During
the nineteenth session, the General Assembly unanimously extended
UNRWA'’s mandate for a further year until June 30, 1966.
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
