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But, looking at our history; I don't see why
that cannot be achieved within Canada through the exercise
of the Democratic system without violence.

I don't see any reason why we would have to resort
to that. But, you know, there are other Countries which are
not facing the linquistic problem that we have in Canada,
who have had to face violence for all kinds of reasons, and
Canada has no patticular reason to be the only one to be
excluded in the world--in that respect.

But I am quite confident about the future--
honestly!

MR. ANDERSON: The Canadian economy is going
thfouqh a bad time at the moment. High unemployment --
apparently still rising.

High inflation.

MINISTER LALONDE : It came down last month--in
adjusted terms.

You know, people look at the gross figures but,-in
adjusted terms, it went down 2/10th's of a point last month.

MR. ANDERSON: To what?

MINISTER LALONDE : 8.37"which is very high!

MR. ANDERSON: And the Quebec rate is higher!

MINISTER LALONDE: I think it is 11.5!

MR. ANDERSON: Yes.
