
but as in the case of birds, certain mammals are peculiar 
to the prairies — ground squirrels, gophers and jack-
rabbits. 

Flora 
One of the country's great renewable resources is its 
forests, which extend in an unbroken belt from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific and cover 4.4 million square 
kilometres. Only the forests of the Soviet Union and 
Brazil are larger in area. 

There are approximately 150 varieties of tree 
native to Canada. Principal species include spruce, 
Douglas fir, hemlock, cedar, pine and balsam fir. 

Canada has 5,500 species and varieties of 
flowering and fern plants.
