3. The undertaking of the Government of Canada with respect to t,
deep-water navigation facilities is based on the assumption that it will nOl
possible in the imniediate future to obtain Congressional approval of the GI
Lakes-St. Lawrence Basin Agreement of 1941. As it has been determined 1

that entities in both Canada and the United States are prepared. to deV4
