Agreed Levels of Physla Protection

The agee levels of physical protection to bc ensured by the appropriate
governmental authorities in the use, storage andi transportation of the materiais of the
attacheti table shall as a minimum include protection characteristies as follows:

Use .and SOMag within an area to which access is controlled.

Transportation under special precautions including prior arrangement between
sender, recipient and carrier, and prior agreement between states in cam of
international transport specifying time, place and procedures for transfrrîng transport
responsibility.

CATEMQRY I

Use and Stora within a protecteti area to which acceass is controlled, Le. an
area under constant surveillance by guards or electronic devices, surrounded by a
physical barrier with a limiteti number of points of entry under appropriate control, or
any arna with an equivalent level of physical protection.

TIaDWDltaliD under special precautions including prior arrangement between
sender, recipient and carrier, mnd prior agreement between states in case of
international transport specifying timne, place mnd procedures for transferring transport
responsibility.

Materials in titis Category shall be protectet with highly reliable systemns
aginst unauthorizati use as om:ws

Us~e aSE within a highly protecteti area, i.e. a protected arna as defined
for Category II above, to which, in addition, access is restricteti te persons whose
trustworthiness bas been determinei mnd under surveillance by guards who are in close
communication with appropriate response forces. Specific measures taken in this
context should bave as their objective the detection and prevention of any assault,
unauthorized access or unauthorized renioval of material.

TrauVoe1ation undter special precautions as identifieti above for transportation
of Category II mnd 1H materials and, in addition, under constant surveillance of escorts
mnd under conditions which assure close communication with appropriate response
forces.
