ARTICLE X

Comnmittee for the Review of Implementation of Measures
Adopted by the Comission

L The Commission shall establish a Committee for the Review of
Implementation of Measures Adopted by the Commission, which shall be
composed of those representatives designated for this purpose by each member
of the Commission, who may be accompanied by such experts and advisers as
that member may deem advisable.

2. The functions of the Committee shall be those established in Annex 3
of this Convention.

3. Inthe exercise of its functions, the Committee may, where appropriate,
and with the approval of the Commission, consult any other fisheries
management, technical or scientific organization with competence in the subject
matter of such consultation and may seek such expert advice as may be required
in each case.

4. The Committee shall strive to adopt its reports and recommendations
by consensus. If every effort to achieve consensus has failed, the reports shall so
indicate, and shall reflect the majority and minority views. At the request of any
member of the Committee, the views of that member on all or any part of the
reports shall also be reflected.

3. The Committee shall meet at least once a year, preferably on the
occasion of the ordinary meeting of the Commission.

6. The Committee may convene additional meetings at the request of at
least two (2) of the members of the Commission, provided that a majority of the
members support the request.

Vs The Committee shall exercise its functions in accordance with such
rules of procedure, guidelines and directives as the Commission may adopt.

8. In support of the work of the Committee, the staff of the Commission
shall:

(a) collect the information necessary for the work of the
Committee and develop a data base, in accordance with the
procedures established by the Commission;

(b) provide such statistical analyses as the Committee deems
necessary for carrying out its functions;

(c) prepare the reports of the Committee;
