of the month of January, 1959, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of Canada, at
Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of
Canada and therein to do as may seem. necessary. HEREIN FAIL NOT.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF We have caused these Our Letters; to, be made Patent
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNEss: The
