concurrence; also to communicate to that flouse the evidence taken in the case
before the Standing Committee on Divorce, together with ail the papers produced
in evidence before them, with the request that the same be returned Vo this
flouse.

Purisuant to the Order of the Day, the Bill (J-2), intituled: "An Act for
the relief of Alice Mary flickman Ings," was, on division, read the third time.

The Order of the Day being cahied for resuming the adjourned debate on
the motion of the Honourable Senator Sauvé:-

That it be resolved: That our age being evidentiy what some authorities
cali "the age of metal," as minerais are more and more sought for and used
in the industries which are created or deveioped by the discoveries of science,
as well as the new needs of social and economic activities;

That, wh'ile recognizing what bas been done by the Governments, of the
country in vicw to fuifili these neecLs and to avoid abuses, this flouse is, how-
-ever of the opinion, that it is urgent for Canada to utihize to a greater extent,
first of ail to her own benefit, the untold weaith of her subsoil Vhroughout her
vast territory, through the rationai development of her mining industry by the
best knowledge of our Natural Resourees; by a fair protection of Capital,
honesthy invested; by a control sufficient to protect herself as far as possible
againt:-

1. 1Ihi-advised investment of capital;
2. Dishonest brokerage;
3. Fallacious prospectuses and misleading publicity;
4. Trusts;
5. Invasion of our Country by undesirabie capital;
6. Danger of foreign covetousness, which is usually the cause of wars of

conquest;
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
