tured from coal, calecium carbide or oil for illuminating 25
or heating purposes except when used in dwellings;”

Coming - 5. This Act shall be deemed to have come into force

into force- 1) the twelfth day of September, one thousand nine hundred
and thirty-nine and to have applied to all goods mentioned
therein imported or taken out of warehouse for consumption 30
on and after that date, and to have applied to goods pre-
viously imported for which no entry for consumption was
made before that date.
