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Inquiries of the Ministry
Prime Minister and ask whether he is pre-
pared to make any report with reference to
his negotiations with the premiers of the
provinces regarding the Canada pension plan;
and can he tell the house whether it is the
government’s intention to introduce a new
plan or to proceed with the present plan and
make certain amendments in committee of
the whole?

Mr. Speaker, in welcoming my hon. friend
back from the wars I would tell him I made
a statement to the house yesterday in which
I said I would be making a report on this
matter not later than Monday. It will be
made on Monday, and at that time I hope to
deal with some of the points he has spe-
cifically raised this morning.

I shall be glad
to explain on Monday exactly how it has been
handled and the happy results which I hope
will have been achieved by then.
