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should accept therapeutic abortions for vari-
ous reasons, we have one of the most strict
acts of all.

But once again, that is not the point I want
to make. I am not interested in those people
who would deliberately paralyze a democratic
institution and then go beg for votes in the
province of Quebec, through false representa-
tions and demagoguery.

Mr. André Fortin (Lotbiniére): I am most
pleased to contribute in a positive way to the
discussion on this amendment, moved by the
hon. member for Beauce (Mr. Rodrigue),
amendment to delete from the bill the words:
“or health”.

I would like to ask the hon. member for
Matane (Mr. De Bané) not to run away, to
stick to his seat. It is the first time we see
him since the beginning of this session. I
should like him to have at least the courage
of his convictions, and to remain here.
