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Inquiries of the Ministry
announced, this will be done in the usual

way.

Mr. Stanfield: Would the minister not agree
that the representations being made to the
committee are directed to certain proposals
on the assumption that these are proposals of
the government and that it is a travesty for
the government to continue to invite these
representations?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. This is obvious-
ly debate. I would not think the question is
acceptable from a procedural standpoint.

SHORE LAND

Mr. David Lewis (York South): I should
like to direct a question either to the acting
Minister of Transport or to his Parliamentary

the fact that a couple of industries have
vacated lakeshore land in Kingston and that
there is now a question as to the ownership of
that land and whether or not the land should
be given to a private developer from Ottawa
or be developed as a recreational facility?
Further, if he is aware of this would the
minister undertake to assert federal owner-
ship of the land or interest in the land, and
also assure the House that it will not be
handed over to the private developer?

Hon. Arthur Laing (Minister of Public
Works): Mr. Speaker, I know nothing about
this matter but I thank the hon. member for
drawing it to our attention. I shall talk to the
Minister of Transport, and if there is Public
Works responsibility in the matter we will see
to that.

Mr. Lewis: A supplementary question, Mr.
Speaker. Perhaps the minister would be good
enough to draw it to the attention of the
Minister of Transport so that the whole thing
may be dealt with.

Mr. Laing: Yes, Mr. Speaker, that is what I
said I would do.
