Question No. 4,652-Mr. MacKay:

I. Is the new civilian security agency now engaged in hiring staff?

2. Is it the policy of the agency to hire staff from among unsolicited applicants
and, if so, what precautions are taken ta pratect the Agency from penetration by
foreign agents?

3. Is it the policy of the agency ta administer so-called lie detector tests ta ail
employees of the agency?

4. On what date wîiI the new agency becomne operational?

Hon. Bob Kaplan (Solicitor General of Canada): 1. Since
the new agency does not yet exist, no action is being taken to
hire staff. Applications for employment with the agency, once
established, are being acknowledged by the Security Intelli-
gence Transitional Group.

When in a position to hire, the agency will endeavour to seek
qualified personnel from inside and outside of Government. It
will, through exacting security screening and staffing proce-
dures, ensure to the greatest degree possible, that the agency is
staffed by individuals whose loyalty to Canada is beyond
doubt.

3. There is no policy to administer lie detector tests to
agency employees. However, the use of such tests is being
studied so that decisions may be taken on whether to incorpo-
rate it as part of the over-ail agency security screening process.

4. A date has yet to be fixed for the new agency to become
operational.
