NEW YORK, Feb. 10.—The rules com-
mittee of the National Trotting Associa-
tion made little progress today towards
an. agreement on certain of the more im-
portant changes suggested at the joint
meeting of the National and American
Trotiing Associations, held in Chicago
two months ago, altho its report on these
changes must be ready for action by the
biennial congress o! the association, which
will go into session here tomorrow.

W. H. Gocher, secretary of the as-
sociation, today intilnated that discus-
&ion of them by the rules committee had
not led to their definite acceptance.

It is understood that the rules likely
to be modified number nearly a ecore,
the proposed modificaiions including some
novel features.

Among the changes to be considered is
one which would give a horse the benefit
of one second In case it had not reduced
its record in any start durffig the pre-
vious year. Another would make an al-
lowance of time of as much as four sec-
onds in case a starter failed three times
to win part of the purse. It is under-
stood that a fule against penalizing heat
winners, which are non-winners of a
race, is much in favor, tho record of the
fallure to win will be allowed in the
breeders’ books.

Performances against time, in what is
commonly known as ‘“‘tin cup” records
will not be considercd a bar to races, it
i is said.
