OTTAWA. Nev. 20—In reply to re-
Dresentations that have been made to
the ‘government regarding the “wet
canteen,” established in the Canadian
camp on Salisbury Plain, an official
statement tonight says that, while any
suggestions from the Canadian Gov-

ernment would no doubt be carefully
considered, even tho the camp is under
the 'direct control of the war office,
the present arrangement seems the
wisest one under the circumstance.

The statement says: “According to
official information the complete aboli-
tion of the ‘wet canteen,’ so-called,
resulted in.excesses and disorders
among a few of the men when they
obtained leave of absence. and resorted
to neighboring towns and villages,
where the epportunity to purchase
llquor presented itself.-

“After careful consideration, Gen.
Alderson determined that it would be
better to have a regulated wet canteen,
at which beer might pe sold at certain
hours and under careful supervision:
accordingly the regulations permit
such canteens to be opened for one
hour at noon and for three hours in
the evening. Beer only is sold and
non-commissioned officers are always
on duty.

“The government is assured by the
war office that the trouble in the
neighboring villages, which occasioned
much concern at first, has practically
ceased since the opening of these re-
gulated and supervised canteens.”
