Retires From Council Before

for Post.

The board of control has at last 
shelved Col. Langton as its nominee 
for the position of fire commissioner, 
and the smoke beclouding the depart­
ment has lifted somewhat. In fact the 
air seems clearer now than It has 
been at any time since the beginning 
of the year, when the city council 
started in to wrestle with the situa­
tion.

the position.

Whether Aid. Spence will have enough 

votes to get the position is not known 
outside of council, but It is interesting 
to note that Aid. McBride h is 
pressed himself as being pleased with 
the nomination of the board. ,1‘Doughty 
will carry In the city council,” he said.

Abattoirs Warned.
The board of health yesterday gave

already adopted a standard for the 
abattoirs, and the latter were notified 
to file plans of changes necessary In 
their plants to meet the requirements. 
So far only two of them have replied;

to .do as asked, and the other sent in a 
statement of proposed Improvements. 
Dissatisfaction at the replies was ex­
pressed and It was suggested that ac­

Death Rate Lower.
The report of the medical ofllcer of 

health shows that the death rate of 
the city for July was 9 per 1000, while 
for the same month last year it was 
10.3. There were 382 deaths during 
the month and only three cases of ty­
phoid were reported. The most nota­
ble feature of the report Is the decrease 
in Infant mortality. During the month 
only 97 children under one year died, 
as compared with 141 in July of 1914.

PROMISES CANADA 
SHELL CONTRACTS

D. A. Thomas Says War Of­
fice Will Give Dominion 

a Preference.

PRICES MUST BE RIGHT

Compliments Manufacturers 
on Progress in Making 

Munitions of War.

"Canada will be1 given a preference 
by the British Government in the 
manufacture of munitions, providing 
the prices are not too far apart from 
others," said D. A. Thomas, the spe­
cial representative of the British Gov­
ernment, who is the purchasing agent 
vested with full buying power in Am­
erica. With him are Mrs. Thomas, 
Miss Jameson, Gen. R- H. Mahon and 
R. H. Carr of the British war office, 

Lloyd1 Owen, the associate of Mr. 
Thomas, and Gen. Bertram of the 
Canadian Shells Committee. Arriving 
in Toronto, at 8 o'clock yesterday 
morning, Mr. Thomas was 
welcome by civic officials and was 
taken on a drive around the city to 
inspect the factories. On Friday he 
will be tendered a luncheon at the 
Royal Canadian Yacht Club.

Mr. Thomas is styled a Wele.i Coal 
King In Great Britain, and for 23 
years occupied a seat In the British 
House of Commons, and is 
have twice refused a peerage. He was 
a survivor of the Lusitania disaster- 
His mission to America is to purchase 
munitions, to Inspect the factories and 
to prenare a report to present to the 
British Government.

Will Inspect Factories.
While In Toronto he will visit the 

factories, but he would not promise 
that he would Inspect every plant in 
the city where munitions are toeing 
made. In New York he had to see 
only principals of firms, and may have 
to follow a similar course In this city. 
Altho he is not looking for complaints 
Mr. Thomas Is ready to look into any 
grievance which may be advanced. 
Giving his Impression of Canadian 
munition factories, the British repre­
sentative said that this country has 
done very well in this branch of In­
dustry,' and that considering the fact 
that there was only one arsenal mak­
ing ammunition in Canada before war 
broke out, the manufacturers of this 
country had 
oping the industry to the extent they 
have done.

Canada has been treated very fairly 
by the British Government, stated Mr. 
Thomas, as no less than $230,000,000 
in contracts had been placed in this 
country. He declined to give the 
amount of the contracts placed in the 
United States.

Mr. Thomas has a technical expert 
with him, who looks after that branch 
of the work entirely, and Mr. Thomas 
himself is concerned solely with the 
business end of the operations. Great 
Britain had gone into the output of 
munitions In earnest and he expected 
that within a short time she would be 
turning out all that would be needed- 
He was confident that Britain would 
be victorious in the struggle, saying 
that from a state of unpreparedness 
she was advancing by great strides 
to a position where she would be able 
to remove the menace which threat­
ened her. The policy of President 
Wilson received a hearty endorsation 
from Mr. Thomas. He said that the 
actions of the president of the United 
States had been Judicious thruout. 
and that he had acted in a deliberate 
and firm manner to guide the Ameri­
can people thru the crisis.
