Minto, Gilbert-Eliot, first earl of. an
English statesman, born April 23, 1751.
He was the elder son of the third
baronet, Sir Gilbert-Eiliot of Roxburgh-
shire, Scotland, and entered the House
of Commons in 1774 as a Liberal Whig.
He was ambassador at Copenhagen from
1788 to 1794, and was sent as viceroy to
Corsica during the English occupation
of that island in the earlier years of
the war with the Krench republic. On
his return to England he was raised
to the peerage (Oet. 10, 1797), as Baron
Minto. In 1799 he was appointed ‘am-
bassador at ‘Vienna. On’resuming his
seat in the House of Lords he urged the
union of Ireland with England, and
subsequently opposed the emancipation
of the Trish Catholics. In 1806-7 he was
president of the Board of Control for
Indian affairs, and he was made
Governor-General. of Bengal from 1807 to
1813, when he was made Viscount Mel-
gund, the earl of Minto, (Feb, 24), See

first Earl of Minto,” by his grandniece,
the Countess of Minto (L.ondon, 1874).

His son' Gilbert-Elliot. Murray Kynyn-
mound, second earl, born Nov. 18, 1783,
was minister to Berlin in 1832.First Lord
of the Admiralty 183541, Lord Privy
Seal in the administration of Lord John
Russell (his son-in4aw), 1846-52, and in
1847 was sent on a special mission to the
Italian, courts for the purpose of pro-
moting Liberal reforms.

Montreal, Que., July 25.—(Special,)—*I
always said there would be a general
election following the next session of
Parliament, and now I am more con-
vinced of it than ever betore.”

This would appear to be con-
firmed by the fact that the Premier's
closest friends state that the writs for
the vacant seats in the House of Com-
mons will be issued as soon as Sir Wil-
frid returns from his brief outing at
Arthabaskaville, :

One thing is sure; members of both
political parties arg convinced that the
present Parliament will not die a natural
death, and so much the worse for those
who are caught unprepared. 4

"Fhere is also ancther point settled upon
in the councils of the Liberal party.
They are in the first place convinced
that Hugh John Macdonald will carry
Manitoba, and that if the Federal elec-
tions are delayed they will have to fight
a Oonservative Government in power,
consequently it will be better policy to
have Greenway Government in power in
ithe Prairie Province when Laurier
appeals to the people.
