Frenchmen Believed it Was

New York. Oct. 28.—The Sun has the
following speclal cable despatches in to-
day's Issue; :
Parls, Oct. 27.—At 9.30 o'clock to-night
a report reached here that Lord Salishury
and 'the members of his Cabinet had voted
to proclaim a protectorate over Egypt,
The statenient was circumstantial, and was
accepted as authentic wherever It gnme%
ctir{oncy. 1t was too late for it to becom
generally known,except on the grand boule-
vards, but there the effect was electrical.
The news soread consternation in the clubs
and cafes. For the first time in the pres-
ent crisis Parie stopped wdiscussing the
Dreyfus case and talked of war at its very
deers.
1t is terribly significant of how such a
step on the part of Great Britain wou'd he
met here that no other interpretation
was put upon the story except that it was
a declaraiion of war. It would, neverthe-
less, be unsafe to predict therefrom what
vsonld be ihe effect on France as a ‘whole
wien the first excitement of resentment
passed. Be that as it may, the alleged ac-
tion of Great Britain produced here to-
pight an angry belief that war would be
declared to-morrow. :
Soon after the statement became current
$t received what was regarded as indirect
confirmution by the unexpected report from
a high quarier that a Cabinet, including
M. Dupuy as Prime Minister and Minister
of the Interlor, M, Constans as Minister
of Forelgn Affairs, M. de Freycinet as Min-
ister of War and. Admiral Barbey as Min-
fster of Marine, would be speedily orgun-
ized. &vch a Cabinet would undoubtedly
gignify war. No other emergency would
 induce M. Constans, who is regarded as
France's strong man in reserve, to tnke
office. ,
What a Frenchman Said.

THE DREY¥US TRIAL.,

M. Bard Concluded His Report and
Mme. Dreyfas’ Counsel Followed
—No Excitement,

Paris, Oct. 28.—At to-day’'s session of
the Court of Cassation in the Palace of
Justice, M. Bard, the reporter, concluded
his report of the Dreyfus case, the first
part of which was presented vesterday.
He said this morning that the court should
make every investigation necessary to en-
lighten them and place the whole truth
in evidence. It was for the court, M.
Bard added, to decide what remained to
be done. The task was a delicate one,
but tihat was no metive to avoid it. He
concluded with remarking: “You have a
great duty to fulfil, Do what your con-

sclences dictate.”

- M. Menard, counsel for M'me. Dreyfus,
followed.  He urged that an investigation
be ordered corcerning the divergency of
the testimony of the expert who examined
the bordereau in 1804, and 1807, and also
to ascertain whether secret documents
were communicated to the members of the
court martial. P

The court was less crowded than yester-
day, but the same stringent precautions
were taken. There was no excitement oul-
vide the Palace of Justice. Only a few
people assemiled about the bullding and
the streets in the neigisborhood presented
thelr every4lay appearance.

Manan Lays Down the Law,

Phe public prosecutor, M. Maunau, follow-
ed M. Bard. Addressing the judges, he
sald: *Nobody can now take the Dreyfux
affalr out of your hands. Nor can you
relinquish it without . dereliction of duty.
Your decision must constifute for every-
pody the very expression of truth and
justice. Revise the trial then, gentlemen,
or at least prepare the roud for its revi-
slon.”

M. Manau then declared the court could
not annul the sentence Imposed upon
Dreyfus without a re-trial of £he prisoner.
