The Man Olivier, Charged at Sorel
With Murder, Found to Be
Quite Broken Down,
Montreal, Jan. 22.—(Special.)—The Cuth-
bert-Olivier murder case was brought up
before the Sorel Criminal Court to-day.

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Un Hong, a Mandarin, Auspiciously
Siarted with Mystic Ceremomal
Yesterday Afternoon.

EVERY CHINAMAN -LOOKED HAPPY.

Money Placed in the Dead Man’s
Mouth to Satisfy the Devil’s
Demands,

Un Hong, a Chinese Mandarin, died on
Wednesday In a cab, en route to the West-
ern Hospital. Yesterday afternoon, with
curious ceremonial, his body was taken to
the Union Station, to be sent to New York
for Interment.. The deceased had lived in
America for several years, but clung ten-
aclously to his Confucian belief, and it was
with the barbaric rites of this creed that
he was started on his long, lone journey
yesterday. His fellow-countrymen who at-
tended the procession in large numbers, be-
lieve that journey will be easy and uuob-
structed.

High Priest Hing,

Charlie Hiug, an intimate of the de-
ceased, had charge of the funeral ar-
rangements, and officlated as High Priest.
The ceremony for the dead was performed
in W. H. Stone’s undertaking establish-
ment,

. Many Chinese There.

Promptly at 1 o’clock yesterday afternoon,
nearly 150 Chinese appeared there, Some
carried 'lurge bundies and bags in thelr
arms.  The parcels were opened, and atl
was In readiness for tne ceremony. The
lid covering the casket was removed, aud
immedlately all the Chinese began taiking.
Jm:uusv(', in small sticks, was ourned, and
gave forth a sweet odor. A beautiful col-
vred silk garment was then placed over
the body, and a gaily-colored cap put on,
both emblematic of his rank as a mandarin,

Passports in His Hands.

Then two cards were placed in his hands.
They were intended to serve as passports,
whi:'h wolul]d hnlsu}‘]e a sate journey to the
next world, and belp to pay his passage
over the river of death. e . "

Negotiable Everywhere.

Next, a number of gold and sllver coins
were laid in different purts of the coffin.
These were supposed to detray all expenses
1)){1 the journey, and are negotiable in any
lace.

Open-~Air Service,

When this part of the ceremopy was
reached, the casket containing the remains
was carried out into the open air to the
rear of the establishment. 'The coffin was
placed on two pedestals. Then a half
cooked pig, 3 dozen of buns, beans, rice,
all kinds of fruits and sweetmeats and 2
bottles of wine, were arranged all around
the casket. On the ground at the foot of
the cottin was amat on' which each Chinese
knelt in turn.' ‘L'ney uttered prayers in
their native tongue, and clapped their
hands in an enthusiastic manner, -

Name and Money.

A Canadian 25c¢ piece was then placed
between the lips of the dead man, and his
name, written on a slip of paper, was laid
in the coffin. The latter was done so_that
if the remains are ever disinterred® his
identity will be made known. °

Everybody Happy,

Then all the Chinamen smiled happily
and the lid was fastened down, The casket
was carried thru the store and placed
in a hearse, which was in waliting on
Yonge-street.

Brass Band Led,

At the head of the procession was a brass
band, made up of 10 men. Next cauie the
i)allbearens, or High Priests; Lee Koom,
e Sing, Leun Houg and Lee Chong. "They
were attired in long coats of white Iinen,
and wore drapes of orange and pink mus-
lin. Then foilowed the hearse containing
the casket.

Devil Must Be Bought,

Seated alongside the driver was Charlie
Hing. . During the ride to _the depot he
tossed into the street small pieces of
paper, on which were written Chinese
letters, purporting to be cheques. It is a
Chinaman’s belief that money is the root
of all evil, and the devil must be bought.
After the hearse there were about 25 cabs,
containing the Chinamen. The rear was
ltwmught up by a number of Chinamen on
oot. ;

What They Prayed for,

At the Union Station the body was remov-
ed to the baggage room, and later placed
on board the 5.20 train for New -York.
The Chinamen then dispersed and return-
ed to their homes, praying that their paths
to the next world would be as smooth as
Un Hong's.

Will De Barry Stop Them ?

The body was accompfnied by Charlle
Hing and Lee Sing.. Before - .departing on
their journey they were provided with a
letter from Col. Sewell, the United States
Consul, to De BRarry, Commissioner of Im-
migration at Baffalo, testifying to_the two
Chinamen’s good citizenship, and asking
that they be allowed to enter the United
States.

Will Be Taken to China.

Un Hong's funeral will take place in New
York next Saturday. It is thought the
remains will be taken home to China some
time this coming summer. Un Hong's
brother, who lives at 16 Pell-street, New
York, is secretary of the New York branch
of Chinese Masonry.

STUMPAGE DUES IMPOSED. .

Quebec Government Has Taken
Steps to Protect the Pulp
Wood Industry,

Quebee, Jan., 22.—The new discriminating
stumpage dues on pulp wood are now in
force in this province. 'They have been

fived and made effective by an Order-in-
Council, which has received the signature
of the Lieutenant-Governor. No ligisiation
in the matter will, therefore, be necessary.
1t is expected that the result of this aztion
oa the part of the Government will pe to
largely increase the amount of capital in-
vested here in the manufacture of pulp and
paper and the number of hands employed
in the mills. The stumpage dues are iy-
creased from 40c¢ to $1.90 a cord, and there
is a rebate of $1.50 per cord upon all pulp
wood manufactured in this province.

Fred Stubbs of 2 Victoria-place was enp-
tured yesterday afternoon by Detectives
Black and Cuddy while attempting to dis-
rose of a quantity of lead.
