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Boers Say a British Relief Force of 3000 is Advancing
—Passed Vryburg on Thursday Last,

rt Says.

There Has Been Considerable
Advance Goes On —May

London, May 12.—(4.30 p.m.)—A British
column 3000 strong has arrived at Vryburg,
100 miles from Mafeking. It reached there
Thursday,, and tho harassed by the Boers
is pushing swiftly forward. Fifty mlles
south of Vryburg, at Taungs, is Gen. Hun-
ter's main body, moving slowly and con-
tending with considerable forces.

May Reach Mafeking Monday.

The pick of his mounted men are the
3000 who are going without wheeled trans-
port, and at a rate that may possibly bring
them to Mafeking on Monday or Tuesday
next. . .

A Fight at Kroonstadt.

Lord Roberts’ narrative closes with Thurs-
day evening, but he continued his march
yesterday toward Kroonstadt, 20 miles dis-
tant, and by this time he must know whe-
ther the Boers intend to fight there.

London, May 11.—The Daily KExpress, in
its second edition to-day, publishes a de-
spatch‘dated Riet Spruit, May 10, moruing,
describing the crossing of the Zand River
by the British. It says:

‘“The rear guard of the Boers, with thetr
guns, resisted the advance. The mounted
infantry, two batteries and pom-pom
cleared the way and the third cavairy bri-
gade acted as a screen before the main
column., Gen. French was on the left and
Gen. Hamilton on the right. 'I'ne Boers
had destroyed all the bridges during their
retreat. 2y

“It is impossible to ascertain the Boer
losses, but they dre  thought to be heavy.
Those of the British, considering the.im-
portant advance made, are considered
light.”

ROUTED BY THE SCOUTS.

Innur_g'ents Numbered 20 to One,
But: Were Repulsed—Other Fight-
ing in Philippines.

Manila, May 11.—A force of 500 insar-
gents attacked 25 scouts of the 48th Regi-
ment near San Jacinto, Province of Panga-
sinan, on Monday, May 7, but were couted
by the scouts, ten of their number being

killed. The Americans lost two killed.

On April 26 the re 1 ed and sacked
the town of Trocin, near Bulan, murdering
natives who were friendly to the Ameri-
cuns, and two Spaniards. The Americans
Kilied 37 of the insurgents.

On the same date Major Andrews, with
two companies of troops, attacked General
Mojicas’ stronghold, near Ormue, Leyte Is-
lcrd. Mojicas had brass cannon and plenty
of ammunition, but after three hours of
fighting the insurgents fled. Their loss is
not known. The Americans lost two killed
and eleven wounded. They destroyed the
eremy’s rifles, powder and stores.

A special despateh from Christiana,Trans-
vaal, published Wednesday by The Stan-,
dard and Diggers’ News, says : *Six hun-
dred British cavalry crossed the Vaal I'ri-
day at Kalnberg, about 18 miles below
Fourteen Streams, and went to Taungs,
followed by commandoes. A second detach-
ment of the British crossed at the same
place Saturday. The Griqualanders, under
General Aswegen, after being reinforced,
repulsed the British and forced them back
in the direction of Taungs.

Boer General Killed.

“General Aswegen was killed. The other|
Boer casualties were seven wounded. The!
British loss was heavy. PEverything was|
brought away from the laagers except a
few tents left to attract the enemy’s shells,
Taungs is occupied by about 3000 British.”
