Suit to Recover Bill for Printing
Reports Dismissed.

The Gold Hills Exploration & Develop-

ment Company were the defendants in &

suit brought by the Hunter, Rose Co. Lim-

ited, and tried in the County Court yester-
day. It was to recover $100 for printing
1500 annual reports, a like number of cir-

Rose, an agent of the defendants, 3625
shares of the capital stock of the comn-
pany in settlement of the account, Judge
MecDougall found that this was 80, and
dismissed the actlon with costs.
