Still, they have a right
to demand that the subsidy shall be
limited to the specific object of the
passenger and mail traffic, and shall
not be extended so as to give the com-
pany an advantage in the matter of
freight. Experts in the business ought
to be able to fix on the “differential,”
as the rallway people express it. « The
steamship lines cannot oppose the sub-
sidy on principle. The only valid ar-
gument they can raise is that the sub-
sidy is too large. If so, let them show
to what extent it should be reduced.

STATISTICS WOULD BE VALUABLI
We have accurate statistics as to
the quantity and value of the various
kinds of merchandise that are import-
ed into and exported from the coun-
try. We don’t seem, however, to have
any accurate information as to the
amount of ¢(money that ds collected
by foreign railways, foreign ports and
foreign steamship companies for
handling this merchandise.

NEW SCHEME FOR INCREASING
BUSINESS.

The merchants of several of the
cities of the United States have adopt-
ol a new scheme for increasing their
trade with the residents of the sur-
rounding country. The idea consists
in paying the railway fares of persons
who come to the city and purchase a
certain amount of goods. Buffalo,.
Syracuse and Utlca are among the
cities of New York State which have
adopted the idea. In these places the
scheme is confined to the wholesale
itrade. - In Indianapolis it.is the retail
merchants who have adopted it, and
they have agreed to a plan which in-
volves the refunding of the entire
railway fare, both ways, to persons
living within & radius of 54 miles
from the city upon the purchase of
$25 worth of merchandise from any
one member of the association or
from all combined, Those living at
a greater distance than 54 . miles
pay only for the excess over that dis-
tance. For the carrying out of the
scheme @& ‘‘rebate” bogk is used, con-
taining the names of all the firms in
the association, with a place opposite
each firm's name for the entry of the
amount of goods purchased. ‘fhe
customer asks for one of these at the
first store of those named as mem-
pers of the association which he
enters. As the purchases are made,
the amounts are entered in the book,
and at the last place at which the
customer buys he is directed where
and how he may receive his rebate.
A record is kept by the association of
all amounts purchased of the various
stores, so that, the assessments against
them may be equitably austed ac-
cording to the benefits recelved.
book also has a list of the towns and
villages within the radlus. The initia-
tion fee is $25 .and the annual dues
are $10. In addition to this an as-
sessment is levied upon each of the
members of the assoclation, this fund
to be used under the direction of a
special committee for the payment of
the salary of the business manager,
advertiging, incidental expemses, etc.
The final adjustment of #xpense to
the individual members of the associa-
tion is to be determined on Sept. 1
by proportioning the amount of busi-
ness transacted by each fiim or mem-
per with the total zmount transucred
the association according to the
records of the office; so that, if the
benefits derived are less than the
initial assessment, the difference is to
be rebated; but if the benefits are in
excess of the initial assessment, an
additional assessment is levied on the
members of firms deriving such in-
creased benefits. This makes each
member’s assessment at the September
adjustment proportionate to the

amount of business transacted.

The holding of excursions at certain
times enables the association to se-
cure special rates on the railroads and
makes their advertisement of the plan
more effective. For this purpose, all
the members of the Indianapolis as-
sociation furnish it with coples of
| their mailing lists. A complete list is
then made and sent to one of the city
papers, in which an advertisement of
the plan is to appear. Besides its is-
sue to its usual subscribers, this paper
sends a copy of the edition contain-
ing the advertisement to each of the
customers named in the list.

The Chamber of Commerce of Phila~
delphia is now considering the advisa-
bility of applying the scheme to that
‘;dty, and the Philadelphia Undon says
that it will probably be in operation
by the first of next month.
